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Streszczenie. W niniejszym artykule naukowym, opartym na uog6lnieniu
pogladéw naukowych, rozwaza si¢ operacyjna i dochodzeniowa prewencja w systemie
przeciwdziatania przestepstwom na granicy panstwa z punktu widzenia tego, ze
operacyjna i dochodzeniowa prewencja jest jedng z form operacyjnie-stuzbowej
dziatalnosci ogolnie, a w szczegolnosci operacyjnie-dochodzeniowej dziatalnosci.

Ponadto podkresla sig, ze operacyjna i dochodzeniowa profilaktyka w
dzisiejszych warunkach jest nie tylko skutecznym $rodkiem przeciwdziatania
przestgpstwom, ale takze obowigzkiem jednostek operacyjnych zgodnie z art. 7 czes$¢ 1
ustawy Ukrainy ,,W sprawie dziatalno$ci operacyjnej i dochodzeniowej”. Uzasadniona
jest teza o skutecznosci zapobiegania przestepczosci, ktorej zwykle tatwiej jest zapobiec
niz wykry¢ i ukara¢ sprawce. Nalezy zauwazy¢, ze przeciwdziatanie przestepczosci
wynika z funkcji prawa karnego - gtoéwnych kierunkow wptywu na relacje publiczne
(public relations) i zachowanie osoby w celu regulacji, ochrony i obrony. Nacisk ktadzie
si¢ na brak jednego wspolnego stanowiska naukowcdéw na temat ogolnej koncepcji
dziatalnosci, skierowanej na przeciwdziatanie przestgpczosci. Biorac pod uwage wyniki
analizy ustawodawstwa krajowego, opini¢ naukowcdw, autor uwaza za wtasciwe uzycie
terminu ,,prewencja” w orzecznictwie.

Autor uwaza, ze operacyjna i dochodzeniowa prewencja jest jednym z zadan
dziatalnosci operacyjnie-Sledczych jednostek Panstwowej Strazy Granicznej Ukrainy,
okresla i nakierowuje kierunki ich dziatalnosci itp.

Badacz formutuje wiasng definicje: ,,operacyjna i dochodzeniowa prewencja w
systemie przeciwdziatania przestgpstwom na granicy panstwowej - to zestaw Srodkow i
metod taktycznych, majacych na celu identyfikacje przyczyn i warunkow, ktore
przyczyniajg si¢ do popelniania przestepstw na granicy panstwowej Ukrainy, ich
eliminacji, jak rowniez zapobiegania poprzez przeprowadzenie operacyjnej i
dochodzeniowej dziatalnosci i profilaktycznego wplywu na oséb podatnych do
popetniania przestepstw na granicy panstwowej, w celu bezposredniego osiagniecia
obnizenia poziomu przestgpstw, uniknigcia wkroczen kryminalnych i terminowej
eliminacji czynnikoéw kryminogennych poprzez dziatania operacyjnie-dochodzeniowego
prognozowania oraz profilaktyki przestgpczosci w ramach i zgodnie z prawem
krajowym mozliwo$ci operacyjnych i dochodzeniowych".

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Abstract. In the scientific article, which based on generalizations of scientific
views, considers operative and search prevention in the system of combating crimes at
the state border from the standpoint that operative and search prevention is a form of
operational and service activity in general and operative and search activity in particular.

In addition, it is emphasized that operative and search prevention in today's
conditions is effective means of combating crime and also the duty of operational units
in accordance with Part 1 of Article 7 of the Law of Ukraine «On operative and search
activity». The thesis on the effectiveness of crime prevention, which is usually easier to
prevent than to detect and punish the perpetrator, is substantiated. It is noted that the
combating crime follows from the functions of criminal law - the main areas of
influence on public relations and behavior of a person for the purpose of settlement,
protection and defense. Attention is focused on the lack of a unified position of
scientists on the general concept of activities aimed at combating crime. Taking into
account the results of the analysis of national legislation, the opinion of scientists, the
author considers it appropriate to use the term «prevention» in jurisprudence.

The author considers that operative and search prevention is one of the tasks of
operative and search subdivisions of the State Border Guard Service of Ukraine, outlines
and directs the directions of their activity, etc.

The researcher formulates her own definition: «Operative and search prevention
in the system of combating crimes at the state border - is a set of measures and tactical
methods aimed at identifying the causes and conditions that contribute to the
commission of offenses at the state border of Ukraine, their elimination, as well as
prevention by operative and search measures influence on persons prone to offenses at
the state border, operational and investigative measures influence on persons prone to
offenses at the state border, in order to directly achieve a reduction in the level of
offenses, avoid criminal encroachments and timely elimination of criminogenic factors
through operational and forecasting and crime prevention within and in accordance with
the operative and search capabilities permitted by national law».

Problem statement in general and its connection with important scientific or
practical tasks. The purpose of the State Border Guard Service of Ukraine (hereinafter -
the State Border Guard Service of Ukraine) is to ensure the effective implementation of
state policy in the field of security of the state border of Ukraine (Annual Plan of Main
Measures of the State Border Guard Service of Ukraine for 2020, 2020). counteraction
(prevention and termination) of the offense. To this end, in our opinion, it is necessary to
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analyze the issue of operational and preventive prevention, which in modern
jurisprudence is actively discussed and is considered an effective way to combat crime.
Society has always sought to prevent crime because it is easier to prevent than to expose
and punish the perpetrator.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Scientists have developed and
published a number of works on the fundamental theoretical and applied provisions of
preventive activities of law enforcement agencies. This issue has been studied by both
foreign and Ukrainian scientists: K.V. Antonov, O.M. Bandurka, B.I. Baranenko, Yu. D.
Batan, S.M. Gusarov, E.O. Didorenko, O.F. Dolzhenkov, V.P. Zakharov, A.M. Kisly,
A.M. Koryagina, 1.B. Meditsky, D.J. Nikiforchuk, Yu. Yu. Orlov, V.D. Pcholkin, M.A.
Pogoretsky, M.V. Stashchak, I.F. Haraberyush, V.V. Shendryk, O.O. Yukhno and others.

Forming the purpose of the article, setting tasks. Carrying out the analysis of
criminological prevention as a form of counteraction to crimes, we aim to define the
concepts and signs of operative-search prevention as a form of counteraction to crimes
committed at the state border. From the defined purpose of the scientific article the tasks
are: to generalize scientific understandings of prevention as a form of counteraction to
crimes, to define concepts and signs of operative-search prevention as forms of
counteraction to crimes, to formulate tasks of operative-search prevention as forms of
counteraction to crimes in general and crimes committed at the state border in particular.

Presenting main material. Crime prevention is a type of counteraction to crime,
which is carried out by authorized entities, the purpose of which is to directly achieve a
reduction in crime, including in preventing the implementation of criminal intent,
causing damage to the object of encroachment, as well as the occurrence of socially
dangerous consequences (Stashchak M.V., Shendryk V.V., 2017, p. 384).

Entities authorized to take measures to prevent crime include: government
agencies, NGOs, social groups, officials and citizens who purposefully develop and
implement measures to prevent crime, in connection with which they have the rights,
obligations ties and responsibility for the implementation of the tasks assigned to them
(Danshin .M., Golina V.V., 2006, p. 93).

It should be noted that the fight against crime in particular and crime in general
follows from the functions of criminal law. Thus, the functions of criminal law are
considered to be the main directions of its influence on public relations and behavior of
a person for the purpose of settlement, protection and defense. The functions of criminal
law are divided into legal and general social. In particular, the legal functions include:
protective (protects public relations from socially dangerous acts), regulatory (consists
in streamlining criminal relations, subjecting them to certain rules), preventive (the
existence of criminal law to some extent deters a person from committing socially
dangerous acts under threat of punishment and other coercive measures provided by the
Criminal Code of Ukraine) (Voznyuk A.A., 2016, pp. 13-14).

Since precautionary measures are ma.nifested in certain forms, in the prevention
of crimes are important forms of activity of the subjects, which are aimed at identifying
and neutralizing their determinants (Koryagina A., 2016, p. 195).

According to the dictionary, "prevent™ - is to preve must be preceded in order to
perform the function of criminal law to prevent crimes in the activities of operational
and investigative units (hereinafter - RDP) of the State Tax Service of Ukraine.

The scientific literature, mostly in criminology, examines a large number of views

on the use and relationship of preventive terms, in particular: "prevention”, "prevention”,
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"prevention”, “prevention”, and sometimes “cessation”, "prevention”, " avoidance ""
prevention ", etc. Thus, Yu. D. Batan notes that such a diversity of views depends on the
origin of concepts from different languages ("prevention™" - from Latin, "prevention" -
from Old Ukrainian, "warning" in this sense - from Russian, "prevention” - from Greek)
(Batan Y.D., 2016, p. 110).

In our opinion, different terms in the legal literature used by researchers indicate
the lack of a unified position of scholars on the general concept of activities aimed at
combating crime.

Domestic and foreign scientists: B.l. Baranenko, B.T. Bezlepkin, A.V. Belousov,
A.V. Bykov, V.I. Vasilinchuk, V.V. Gevko devoted their scientific works to separate
aspects of operative-search prevention. , V.A. Glazkov, V.A. Dashko, E.A. Didorenko,
E.A. Dolya, I.M. Doronin, S.S. Zenin, S. Yu. llchenko, Yu. P. Kobets, I. P. Kozyakov,
V.A. Kolesnik, 1.0. Krepakov, O.V. Kudryashov, M.I. Kurochka, E.D. Lukyanchikov,
A.O. Lyash, V.T. Malyarenko, D.J. Nikiforchuk, V.I. Nindipova, M.M. Perepelytsia,
M.V. Stashchak, V.V. Shendryk and others.

First of all, let's find out what is operational and investigative prevention
(prevention). Thus, according to the Great Explanatory Dictionary of the modern
Ukrainian language, prevention is defined in 2 meanings: 1) measures to prevent the
emergence and spread of diseases, promote public health (med.); 2) a set of measures to
prevent premature breakdowns and operation of machines, mechanisms, etc., prevent
accidents, catastrophes, etc. (tech.) (Busel V.T., 2007, p. 1177).

Prevention is interpreted as prevention, prevention of crimes (Busel V.T., 2007, p.
1104).

Analyzing the interpretation of these concepts, it is logical that in jurisprudence it
is more appropriate to use the word "prevention".

In theory and in practice, these concepts are sometimes combined, used at the
level of synonyms, while noting specific actions.

Thus, scientists, according to the results of their research, consider "operational
and preventive prevention (prevention)" as:

- regulated by departmental regulations, the activities of operational units, aimed
at carrying out individual preventive measures against persons who can be expected to
commit crimes (V.G. Samoilov) (Samoilov V.G., 1982, p. 14);

- the activities of state bodies and public organizations to implement a system of
measures aimed at identifying, eliminating the causes of crimes and conditions that will
contribute to their commission "(dictionary of terms from the ORD) (Operational and
investigative activities of internal affairs, 1988, p. 242);

- activities aimed at identifying and eliminating the causes of crimes, the
conditions that contribute to them, as well as identifying persons who allow deviations
from the norms of behavior, in order to prevent them (Il Basetsky) (Goryainov K.K.,
Ovchinsky V.S., Sinilov G.K., Shumilov A.Yu., 2004, pp. 113-120);

- activities that prevent the formation of the plan to commit crimes and (or) does
not allow its implementation, even as a preparation or attempt to commit these crimes;
detection of crimes is the activity of searching for and recording information about
preparation for a crime, attempt to commit a crime, commission of a completed crime;
cessation of crimes is the activity of preventing a crime that has already begun (in
particular, preventing the preparation, assassination and completion of the crime)
(Gribov M.L., Chernyak A.M., 2018, p. 37);
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- the direction of activity (duty) of operational units, which aims to take certain
methods and measures aimed at establishing and eliminating the causes and conditions,
ie objective factors of reality that may affect the individual, contributing to the
formation of a criminal attitude, as well as the identification of individual signs of a
person's propensity to commit a crime in order to carry out preventive psychocorrection
of consciousness (1.0. Krepakov) (Krepakov 1.0., 2017, p. 109);

- organizational and tactical form of ORD, which is carried out in the process of
operational and investigative forecasting and crime prevention through the use of
operational legislation permitted by national law, etc. measures, means and forces (M.V.
Stashchak and V.V. Shendryk) (Stashchak M.V., Shendryk V.V., 2017, p. 385);

- a set of operational and tactical actions aimed at preventing crime, cessation of
criminal activity at the stage of preparation or even at the stage of criminal intent (V.I.
Vasilinchuk) (Vasilinchuk V.1., 2012, p. 89);

- a set of measures carried out outside and methods of operational and
investigative activities (hereinafter - ORD) (E.O. Didorenko and S.S. Ovchinsky)
(Didorenko E.A., Ovchinsky S.S., 1982, p. 13);

- a set of special measures used to identify and eliminate objective and subjective
causes and conditions that contribute to the commission of crimes, while dividing
prevention into general and special (Atmazhitov V.M., Apogonov O.N., Baranov V.V.,
1990, pp. 386);

- a system of operational control and preventive action against persons who intend
to commit a crime or are preparing for a crime (I.P. Kozachenko) (Kozachenko I.P.,
1992, p. 4);

- a system of reconnaissance and search activities carried out by operatives using
mainly special forces, means and methods in order to identify and eliminate the causes of
crimes, conditions that contribute to them, as well as persons preparing to commit a crime,
taking measures against them, to prevent the escalation of preparatory actions into an
attempt, and the attempt - into a completed crime (P.1. Ivanov) (Ilvanov P.I., 1993, p. 48);

- a system of operational and investigative measures (hereinafter - ARI), aimed at
additional verification of primary information about persons and facts of operational
interest, elimination of conditions conducive to the commission of crimes, as well as the
implementation of preventive influence on persons from whom reliable data may to
expect the commission of criminal acts (I.1. Basetsky and V.P. Shienok) (Basetsky I.1.,
Shienok V.P., 1994, p. 242);

- system of ARI conducted by operational staff, aimed at: preliminary operational
verification of primary information about persons and facts of operational interest;
identifying and eliminating the causes and conditions that contribute to the commission
of crimes; detection of signs of preparation of crimes; identification of persons involved
in crimes and the implementation of preventive influence on them (Khalimon S.I.,
Polovnikov V.V., Volynets P.P., 2018, p. 125).

After analyzing these concepts, it becomes clear that some scientists define
operational and preventive prevention as an activity (V.G. Samoilov, M.L. Gribov, A.M.
Chernyak) or the direction of such activity (1.0. Krepakov), or even a set of operational
and tactical actions (V.l. Vasilinchuk), others - as a certain system (or set) of measures
(operational search, reconnaissance, operational control, etc.) (E.O. Didorenko, S.S.
Ovchinsky, I.P. Kozachenko, P.l. Ivanov, L.I. Basetsky and V.P. Shienok). What the
definitions have in common is that all authors see the essence of prevention in
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identifying the conditions and causes that contribute to the commission of a crime, some
scholars add to this the identification of persons from whom it is possible to expect a
crime (Stashchak M.V., Shendryk V.V., 2017, pp. 383).

Scientists, distinguishing operational and investigative type of prevention,
emphasize the following features:

- the use of operational and investigative forces, tools and methods, including
explicit and implicit, to identify and eliminate the causes and conditions that contributed to
the commission of crimes, as well as the impact on persons prone to offenses (E.I.
Bordylovsky, I.P. Kozachenko, N.E. Filipenko, V.P. Shienok , O.M. Dzhuzha, V.V.
Shendrik, M.V. Stashchak) (Goryainov K.K., Ovchinsky V.S., Sinilov G.K., Shumilov A.
Yu., 2004, pp. 242; Basetsky I.1., Shienok V.P. 1994, page 231; Kozachenko I.P., 1992,
page 24; Filipenko N.E., 2005, page 78; Stashchak M.V., Shendrik V. V., 2017, pp. 384);

- taking measures of prevention by subjects of ORD (Ya. Yu. Kondratiev, N.E.
Filipenko, G.A. Avanesov) (Dzhuzha O.M., Kondratiev Ya. Yu., Kulik O.G,,
Mikhailenko P.P. et al., 2002, pp. 43-46; Filipenko N.E., 2005, pp. 78-95; Avanesov
G.A. 1980, pp. 331-372);

- concealment of influence on objects (causes of crime, conditions that contribute
to the commission of certain types of crimes, the offender and his behavior), as well as
the implementation of preventive measures from obtaining secret information to
combining operational and investigative capabilities to eliminate illegal behavior, illegal
situation (situation), prevention of socially dangerous consequences (S.S. Maligin, A.E.
Chechotin) (Avanesov G.A., 1980, p. 202);

- specificity of objects of individual operative-search prophylaxis, which are not
any persons with criminogenic tendencies who allow violation of moral norms or rules
of cohabitation, namely those persons who show intention to commit crimes or prepare
for its commission and, as a rule, are on operational preventive records (Filipenko N.E.,
2005, pp. 78-95).

Summarizing the above, we agree with the opinion of scientists that operational
and preventive prevention (prevention) should be considered as an independent form of
the result of operational and investigative process, which solves important tasks of
combating (more precisely - countering) crime (Goryainov K.K., Ovchinsky V.S., Sinilov
G.K., Shumilov A.Yu., 2004, pp. 113-120).

In addition, some scientists distinguish between general and individual prevention
and provide their separate definitions. In particular, they define general prevention as an
activity with extensive use of covert forces, means and methods in combination with
public ones to identify, study, neutralize various negative factors and eliminate conditions
conducive to the implementation of organizers and instigators of criminal intent. They
understand individual prevention as a system of overt and covert measures taken against
specific individuals in order to prevent them from having a negative impact on others
(O.P. Krylov and V.A. Yakushin) (Krylov O.P., Yakushin V. A., 1984, pp. 132).

Researchers note that prevention should be carried out both before and after the
impact of objective factors on the individual, ie external causes, conditions and
circumstances that may push those prone to crime to form a criminal plan. That is why
prevention should be aimed at eliminating the objective causes and conditions. Tasks for
the prevention of a specific crime are not appropriate if the subjective factors of
personality began to act, the idea of committing criminal acts was formed, etc.
(Krepakov 1.0., 2017, p. 109).
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Given that operational and preventive prevention is a separate type of prevention,
which aims to prevent crimes, its features are the use of covert surveillance methods. At
the same time, V.P. Kushpit proposes to more actively practice the use of opportunities
for operational and preventive prevention in the part of ARI that do not require their
authorization. This approach will promote the development of a system of combating
crime in the direction of strengthening the importance of operational and preventive
prevention. In the conditions of democratization and humanization of public relations,
the use of the capabilities of operational and investigative prevention as a component of
combating crime will not lose its relevance (Kushpit V.P., 2015, p. 331).

As already mentioned, the State Tax Service of Ukraine has a duty to organize the
prevention of criminal and administrative offenses, the counteraction of which by law is
within the competence of the State Tax Service of Ukraine, as well as their detection and
termination.

Detection of persons at the stage of committing an offense (in the absence of prior
information about the preparation (implementation) of an illegal act) is possible only in cases
where the signs that unmask these actions are revealed. Usually, this becomes possible also
in the case of systematic, well-organized work on operational and investigative support of a
particular section of the border, when operational information comes to the relevant officials
continuously and allows them to clearly understand the situation.

The daily activities of operatives of the PRS of the State Tax Service of Ukraine
are characterized by the search and recording of factual data on the illegal activities of
individuals and groups.

Legally, this process is called operational documentation. Thus, operational
documentation means the process of collecting, systematizing and recording with the
help of ARI information on the actions of persons being inspected (developed), as well
as prosecuted for illegal activities at the state border of Ukraine, its verification and
evaluation to ensure possible use in management decisions in the operational and
investigative activities of the PRU of the State Tax Service of Ukraine.

The materials obtained in the course of operational documentation can be used as:
reasons and grounds for initiating a pre-trial investigation; evidence (facts) in criminal
proceedings. In this case, the success of operational documentation is achieved in terms
of timeliness, completeness and accuracy of the information received, planning,
conspiracy and compliance with the law.

It should be noted that the characteristics of operational and preventive prevention
will be incomplete without indicating its unconditional positive impact on the state of
public order, public safety, ensuring the constitutional order of Ukraine. Unlike other
forms of ORD, a significant part of operational and preventive crime prevention measures
are carried out on a public basis and creates in society the effect of "presence” of law
enforcement, increases citizens' sense of security and positively affects the level of trust in
law enforcement (Khalimon S.1., Polovnikov V.V., Volynets P.P., 2018, p. 125).

During the implementation of operational and preventive measures, special tactics
of obtaining and using operational and investigative information are used. In particular,
and peculiar organizational forms. Implementation of operational and preventive
prevention requires the involvement of knowledge in the field of criminology and
pedagogy, the ability to predict the development of criminogenic situation and
individual criminal behavior, etc. (Goryainov K.K., Ovchinsky V.S., Sinilova G.K,,
Shumilov A.Yu., 2004 , pp. 113-120).
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At the same time, V.l. Vasylynchuk characterizes the task of operational and
investigative prevention of crimes as the direction of the ORD, which provides the
principle of offensiveness (efficiency), focus on prejudice. The task of operational and
investigative prevention of crimes is identified by the author as a priority for other tasks
of the ORD, because in the case of its implementation there is no need to solve the other
two - termination and disclosure (Vasilinchuk VI.., 2012, p. 89).

Ya. Yu. Kondratiev defines the essence of prevention as the elimination,
neutralization of causes and conditions, circumstances and factors in relation to the
probable offender (Kondratiev Ya. Yu., 2004, p. 17).

Having analyzed the works of scientists, it should be emphasized again that the
scientific terminology of criminal law, criminology, criminal procedure, legal
psychology, has long included the word "prevention”. We have already given his
interpretation above. Scholars claim that this word is borrowed, in particular its use
precedes in English-speaking countries to denote preventive criminal activity (from the
Latin "praeventio” - warning) (Shendrik V.V., 2011, p. 602). Translated from English,
the word "prevent" means: 1) to prevent, warn; 2) to interfere, not to allow, to interfere
(The newest English-Russian (Russian-English) dictionary, 2006, p. 476). Recently, the
term under study has begun to penetrate into operational and investigative science,
which is confirmed by the works of D.I. Nikiforchuk, O.S. Tarasenko, T.V. Myronyuk,
V.V. Shendryk and other scientists. In addition, the analysis of national legislation shows
that the term “prevention" in various interpretations is gradually entering the
terminological circulation of the legislator, which is confirmed by the Laws of Ukraine
(Law of Ukraine "On Prevention of Corruption™, 2014; Law of Ukraine "On National
Police" , 2015) and departmental regulations (On approval of the Instruction on the
procedure for preventive detention in the area of anti-terrorist operation of persons
involved in terrorist activities, and special pre-trial investigation in martial law, state of
emergency or in the area of anti-terrorist operation, 2014), etc.

M.V. Stashchak, V.V. Shendryk under operational and search prevention
understand the organizational and tactical form of operational and investigative
activities, which is carried out in the process of operational and investigative forecasting
and crime prevention through the use of operational legislation permitted by national
legislation (measures, means and forces) (Stashchak M.V., Shendrik V.V., 2017, p. 385).

The positions of the vast majority of scientists boil down to the fact that
operational and preventive prevention is the responsibility of operational units in
accordance with Part 1 of Art. 7 of the Law of Ukraine "On operational and
investigative activities”, in particular: "operational units within their powers in
accordance with the laws that constitute the legal basis of operational and investigative
activities, are obliged to take the necessary operational and investigative measures to
prevent, detect and stop crimes and exposing the causes and conditions that contribute to
the commission of crimes, to carry out crime prevention "(Law of Ukraine™ On
operational and investigative activities ", 1992).

Given the above, we should probably listen to the opinion of scientists and the
legislator and continue to use the term "prevention™ instead of "prevention”.

Thus, summarizing the above theoretical interpretations, we will try to formulate
our own definition: "operational and preventive prevention in the system of combating
crimes at the state border - is a set of measures and tactical methods aimed at identifying
causes and conditions that contribute to offenses at the state border of Ukraine , their
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elimination, as well as prevention by carrying out operative-search measures and
preventive influence on persons prone to offenses at the state border, in order to directly
achieve reduction of offenses, avoid criminal encroachments and timely elimination of
criminogenic factors by operative-search forecasting and crime prevention in within the
limits and in accordance with the operational search capabilities permitted by national
legislation. "

Considering operational and investigative prevention in the system of combating
crimes at the state border, we proceeded from the fact that it is one of the forms of
operational and service activities in general and operational and investigative activities
in particular, as this concept defines the main tasks and responsibilities and directs the
directions of their activity, etc.
