Artykul ujawnia tre$¢ i podkresla obszary ochrony socjalnej i
prawnej 0sob z chorobami przewlektymi. Zawarto$¢ pracy socjalnej z osobami zyjacymi
z HIV objawia si¢ w szczego6tach. Podkreslono podejscia do definiowania pojgcia HIV i
AIDS, nakreslono problemy spoteczno-psychologiczne, z ktorymi borykaja si¢ osoby
zakazone wirusem HIV i chorzy na AIDS. Istniejg r6zne metody pracy socjalnej z
osobami ktoérzy maja choroby przewlekte, takie jak: informacja, doradztwo,
bezposrednia pomoc rzeczowa 1 finansowa, opieka 1 utrzymanie, wsparcie
psychologiczne, rehabilitacja i inne.

Pomoc spoteczno-psychologiczna dla osoéb zakazonych wirusem HIV i chorych
na AIDS wymaga starannego doboru specjalnych form pracy, takich jak poradnictwo
indywidualne i1 grupowe, tworzenie zobowigzanie do HAART, organizacja grup
samopomocy.

Gléwnymi kierunkami ochrony socjalnej i prawnej osob z chorobami
przewlekltymi powinny by¢: przyjecie prawodawstwa zgodnego z migedzynarodowymi
standardami; podnoszenie $wiadomos$ci 0s6b z chorobami przewleklymi na temat
istniejacych rodzajow ochrony socjalnej i dostepu do nich; przyjecie przepisow w
zgodzie z migdzynarodowymi standardami; podnoszenie $wiadomosci 0s6b z chorobami
przewleklymi na temat istniejagcych rodzajow ochrony socjalnej i dostepu do nich;
tworzenie kultury prawnej w populacji w celu zmniejszenia poziomu stygmatyzacji i

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Abstract. The content is revealed and the directions of social and legal protection
of people, who have chronic diseases in the article. Approaches to the definition of HIV
and AIDS are highlighted, social and psychological problems are outlined, which are
faced by HIV-infected and AIDS patients. There are various methods of social work
with people, who have chronic diseases such as informing, counseling, direct in-kind
and financial assistance, care and service, psychological support, rehabilitation and
others.

Social and psychological help for HIV-infected and AIDS patients requires
careful selection of special forms of work such as providing the individual and group
consultations, forming of commitment to Highly Active Anti-Retro Viral Treatment,
organization of self-help groups.

The main directions of the social and legal protection of people, who have chronic
diseases, should become an adoption of legislation in line with international standards; a
raising awareness of people with chronic diseases about existing types of social
protection and access to them; a formation of a legal culture of the population in order to
reduce the level of stigma and discrimination related to HIV and AIDS; the determining
of the legal basis of social work with people with chronic diseases; the development and
realization of nationwide, regional programs of social support for people with chronic
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diseases; the organization and implementation of social work with people with chronic
diseases, providing them with social services; the ensuring of compliance with minimum
social standards of the implementation of social work with people with chronic diseases;
the implementation of social and preventive work, rehabilitation measures to restore
social functions, psychological and physical condition of people with chronic diseases;
the assistance to public organizations, to other associations of citizens, to individuals
with the implementation of their own socially significant initiatives and projects in the
field of social work with people with chronic diseases in the manner that is prescribed
by the law; the development and support of the volunteer movement in the field of
social work with people with chronic diseases; the implementation of personnel,
scientific and methodological, financial, material and technical, informational support of
social work with families, children and youth; strengthening cooperation between social
protection institutions, non-governmental organizations, organizations of employers and
workers.

Actuality of theme. It is traditionally believed that an indicator of democratic
society is the level of social protection of the population, which would meet
international standards.

The challenges facing Ukrainian society: the war in eastern Ukraine, the
economic and social transformations associated with integration into the European
community, the difficult epidemiological situation, have led to an increase in the number
of people on the brink of survival. Social and property stratification is deepening, which
leads to an imbalance in meeting the basic social needs of the population, which, in turn,
contribute to the emergence of new social risks for society.

One of the biggest social risks in Ukraine is the HIV / AIDS epidemic. If in 1995,
according to the WHO, Ukraine was one of the countries with low HIV prevalence,
today it suffers from one of the largest epidemics in the European region. In the first ten
months of 2019, according to the Center for Public Health of the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine, 13,207 new cases of HIV infection were registered in Ukraine (including 62
children under 14 years of age). A total of 346,454 new cases of HIV infection have
been registered in Ukraine since 1987, and 50,691 people have died of AIDS in Ukraine.
The regions most affected by HIV are Dnipropetrovsk, Odesa, Donetsk oblasts, and
Kyiv.
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Due to the widespread spread of the disease caused by the human
immunodeficiency virus, which remains incurable and leads to inevitable death, causes
severe socio-economic and demographic consequences for Ukraine, poses a threat to
personal, public and state security, threatens the existence of mankind, There is an
urgent need for social and legal protection of the rights and legitimate interests of the
population and the application of modern effective measures for comprehensive HIV
prevention.

The purpose of the article is to determine the main directions of social and legal
protection of people with chronic diseases.

Analysis of previous research. The problem of social and legal protection of
people with chronic diseases is quite relevant for the theory and practice of modern
social work. Issues of social and legal protection have been studied by such scholars as
0O.S. Bartkiv, A.M. Didenko, I.M. Kovchina, O.0. Mordan, O.V. Ponomarenko, N.M.
Savelieva, D. Chizhov, R.V. Chubuk and others. Various studies show ambiguous
trends in the study of the factors of HIV transmission and focus on the high vulnerability
of adolescents and young people to HIV (O.M. Balakireva, M. Yu. Varban, B.M.
Vornik, T.V. Govorun , O.A. Golotsvan, 1.V. Grishaeva, V.P. Kolomiets, V.P. Kravets,
V.M. Orzhekhovskaya, O.P. Purik, etc.).

Particular attention is paid to the socio-psychological aspects of this problem,
new technologies for working with HIV-infected children and their immediate
environment are studied and developed on a daily basis. This problem has been the
subject of research by a number of domestic scientists: R. Vainole, I. Dubinina, 1.
Zvereva, A. Kapska, L. Kotova, M. Lukashevich, V. Poltavets, V. Orzhekhovskaya, S.
Strashko, etc.

Presentation of the material. The problem of social and legal protection,
preservation of physical, mental and social health of various categories of citizens is
currently the subject of research by many scholars, legally regulated at both international
and national levels.

Analysis of a number of studies allows us to consider socio-legal protection as the
creation of socio-economic, political, organizational, legal conditions and guarantees for
vital self-expression, intellectual, moral, physical development of the individual, the
realization of his creative potential (Kovchina I. 2011).

Bartkiv O., Durmanenko E. social and legal protection is considered as a system
of social, legal and economic guarantees and measures (implemented by state and non-
state organizations) aimed at identifying, preventing and neutralizing the impact on
human life of negative factors (social risks) in order to observance of human rights,
ensuring decent conditions and living standards of each member of society (Bartkiv O.,
Durmanenko E. 2015).

Social support for people living with HIV and AIDS is one of the most pressing
tasks today. Problems of HIV-infected people are related both to the nature of the
disease and its treatment (incurability, danger of spreading during medical
manipulations, high price of medicines) and prejudice on the part of others.

Many people, suspecting the possibility of infection, due to fear and
discrimination, do not turn to specialists for diagnosis. The appearance of a diagnosis in
a person's life creates a severe life crisis, which is accompanied by various problems.

No wonder the social and legal protection of people with chronic diseases is
defined by the legislation of Ukraine as one of the main directions of state policy on
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social protection, so it should include, in our opinion, mandatory multisectoral activities,
involving the state, community, non-profit and commercial non-governmental
organizations and individuals (Cherneta S., 2009).

The system of social and legal protection in Ukraine, in our opinion, is
characterized by the following features:

1) constitutional provision of citizens for social protection (the right is determined
and state guarantees of its implementation are established);

2) intersectoral support, which provides a legal mechanism for determining the
legal status, provision of social benefits, benefits and social services;

3) systemic and comprehensive nature of security, aimed at protecting citizens
from negative consequences, prevention of social risks.

Therefore, social protection of people living with HIV is guaranteed by the state,
both general regulations on social protection in Ukraine and specialized, in particular the
Law of Ukraine "On Combating the Spread of Diseases Caused by Human
Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV)" and legal and social protection of people living with
HIV "

The norms of this Law of Ukraine are fully consistent with Article 3 of the
Constitution of Ukraine, which provides that a person, his life and health, honor and
dignity, inviolability and security are recognized in Ukraine as the highest social value
(Constitution, 1996).

Human rights and freedoms and their guarantees determine the content and
direction of the state. The state is accountable to man for his activities. The
establishment and protection of human rights and freedoms is the main duty of the state.

The above-mentioned law provides guarantees for the prevention, treatment, care
and support of HIV-related diseases and provides legal and social protection for people
living with HIV.

Section 111 of this Law defines the right to: information, equality before the law
and prohibition of discrimination, free provision of antiretroviral drugs and medicines
for the treatment of opportunistic infections, protection of the right to work.

At the same time, in the norms of the Law of Ukraine "On combating the spread
of diseases caused by human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) and legal and social
protection of people living with HIV" in the wording of 16.10.2012 there is no
procedure for interaction of major services cooperate with people living with HIV,
namely: the TB service, AIDS centers, primary care facilities and social services, which
is an integral part of the joint solution to the problem of HIV infection (Law on
Combating the Spread of Immunodeficiency Virus Diseases). human (HIV) and legal
and social protection of people living with HIV ).

An important step in the implementation of state policy in the direction of social
protection of people with chronic diseases was:

- adopted a national strategy in the field of combating HIV / AIDS, tuberculosis
and viral hepatitis until 2030, which defines that the key priority of state policy in the
field of health and social development is to combat the diseases that cause the greatest
negative social impact. demographic and economic impact (State Strategy in the field of
combating HIV / AIDS, tuberculosis and viral hepatitis until 2030),

- a coordinating body has been designated - the National Council for Combating
Tuberculosis and HIV / AIDS (Regulations on the National Council for Combating
Tuberculosis and HIV / AIDS, 2019),
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- a unified system of monitoring and evaluation of the effectiveness of the
National Targeted Social Program for Combating HIV / AIDS has been created.

Socio-legal protection of people with chronic diseases should be purposeful and
perform the following functions:

- - constantly draw public attention to the problems of HIV-positive people and
increase the level of legal culture in society in the field of rights of people with chronic
diseases;

- - identify and neutralize factors that negatively affect life in society as a whole
and at the individual level;

- - comprehensively, systematically and purposefully form knowledge in the field
of human rights of people with chronic diseases both among the entire population and
among professionals who work directly with them;

- - to form and develop in people with chronic diseases an active social life
position, including in relation to the protection of their rights;

- - identify and take an active part in the implementation of measures to bring to
justice persons or institutions that violate the rights of these persons.

One of the main conditions for achieving the effectiveness of this work is to
ensure the unity of information and activity approaches to the protection of the rights of
people with chronic diseases.

HIV infection is a long-term infectious disease that develops as a result of
infection with human immunodeficiency virus (hereinafter - HIV) and is characterized
by progressive damage to the immune system. HIV belongs to the family (Retroviruses),
which are also known as "slow viruses", which is associated with their prolonged stay in
the host and the slow development of the clinical picture of the disease. Over time, an
HIV-infected person's ability to resist disease decreases and the final stage of HIV
infection develops - AIDS (Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome) (Management of a
patient with HIV / AIDS by a family doctor. 2015).

HIV-positive people need psychological support to make it easier for them to
adapt in society, to overcome the depressive state associated with awareness of the
nature of their disease, to create motivation for responsible behavior, dispensary
observation and treatment, and to develop psychological resilience to negative attitudes
and discrimination from the environment.

It is social workers who have a special role in managing the process of providing
adequate services to potential clients.

Every specialist involved in working with PLHIV should work within their
competence: doctors assess the state of physical health, psychologists - mental, etc.
After conducting their assessment, they continue to work in accordance with the
knowledge they have, to overcome, reduce, increase, etc. the effects of those factors that
have been identified.

Social workers evaluate the resources, opportunities, knowledge, skills of the
client regarding his life with HIV and continue to work on overcoming, reducing,
increasing, etc. the action of those factors or factors that have been identified.

Social work involves creating optimal social living conditions that allow people
living with HIV better adapt to the social environment feel like a person and a multitude
of problems.

Thus, in order to successfully fight HIV / AIDS, people living with the virus
must have the support of their family and friends, access to a wide range of treatment,
care and support services, ongoing professional counseling, informational,
psychological and emotional help.

It is widely believed that the main need of people living with HIV / AIDS is
medication, including antiretroviral therapy. However, using this approach, the full
range of medical, emotional, social and economic needs of PLHIV cannot be met.
They need comprehensive treatment and care, socio-psychological support, not just
the provision of drugs.

There are various methods of social work with HIV-infected people such as
information, counseling, direct in-kind and financial assistance, care and maintenance,
psychological support, rehabilitation and others (Kholostova E., 2006).

Social and psychological assistance to HIV-infected and AIDS patients requires
careful selection of special forms of work, such as individual and group counseling,
formation of commitment to HAART, organization of self-help groups (HIV / AIDS:
policy, prevention, care, 2006).

It is worth noting that HAART has actually changed the nature of the disease
caused by the HIV virus - now this infection has been transferred from the category of
deadly diseases to a chronic but fairly stable disease that is potentially treatable, rather
than as a death sentence. Until vaccination or a cure for HIV is found, inhibition of
HIV reproduction provides patients with the best opportunities for a long active life.

Note also that the forms and methods of working with HIV-positive people to
some extent vary depending on the stage of the disease.

Thus, the forms and methods of social work with PLHIV are determined by
general professional approaches to the organization of work at different levels of care, as
well as standards of care for this group of people, their needs at different stages of the
disease.

Conclusion. Thus, the modern democratic development of the state and society
requires the state to develop and apply effective means of social and legal protection of
every citizen. The main areas of social and legal protection of people with chronic
diseases should be:

- adoption of legislation in line with international standards;

- raising awareness of people with chronic diseases about existing types of social
protection and access to them;

- formation of a legal culture in the population in order to reduce the level of
stigma and discrimination related to HIV and AIDS;

- determination of the legal basis of social work with people with chronic
diseases;

- development and implementation of national, regional programs of social
support for people with chronic diseases;

- organization and implementation of social work with people with chronic
diseases, providing them with social services;

- ensuring compliance with minimum social standards for social work with people
with chronic diseases;

- implementation of social and preventive work, rehabilitation measures to restore
social functions, psychological and physical condition of people with chronic diseases;

- assistance to public organizations, other associations of citizens, individuals in
the implementation of their own socially significant initiatives and projects in the field
of social work with people with chronic diseases in the manner prescribed by law;

- development and support of the volunteer movement in the field of social work
with people with chronic diseases;

- implementation of personnel, scientific and methodological, financial, logistical,
informational support of social work with families, children and youth;

- strengthening cooperation between social protection institutions, non-
governmental organizations, employers ‘and workers' organizations.

Prospects for further research are to substantiate the mechanisms of social and
legal protection of people with chronic diseases.
