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Adnotacja. W przepisach artykutu autor dokonuje poroéwnania pozycji pici i klauzuli dotyczacej praw czlowieka w
tekstach uméw handlu zagranicznego (UHZ). Dominujacymi metodami badan sg pordéwnawczo-prawne (identyfikacja
zalet i wad wspomnianych przepisow w kontekscie wptywu na system praw cztowieka) i hermeneutyczne (interpretacja
umow miedzynarodowych, gléwnie w celu zidentyfikowania optymalnego sformulowania normy praw czlowieka w
UHZ).

Artykul wskazuje pozytywne i negatywne konsekwencje wiaczenia przepisow dotyczacych pici i klauzuli praw
cztowieka do UHZ,uzasadnia znaczenie analizy wptywu UHZ na rozwdj systemu praw czlowieka i potrzebe przewidywania
mechanizmow nadzoru nad przestrzeganiem odpowiednich przepisow. Powstal wniosek o prymat migdzynarodowych
zobowigzan w zakresie praw cztowieka. Ponadto ujawniono, ze klauzula praw czlowieka, pod warunkiem jej utrwalenia
wraz ze §rodkami zabezpieczenia prawnego i analiza wplywu UHZ na aspekty praw cztowieka, jest bardziej skuteczna niz
pozycja piciowa. Pozytywne doswiadczenia w formutowaniu statusu pici, a takze konkretne mechanizmy przestrzegania
klauzuli praw cztowieka w UHZ s3 obiecujacymi kierunkami dalszych badan.
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Abstract. In the provisions of the article, the author compares gender and human rights clauses in the texts
of foreign trade agreements (FTAs). The predominant research methods are comparative (identifying the advantages
and disadvantages of the above provisions in the context of the impact on the human rights system) and hermeneutic
(interpretation of international agreements, mainly to identify the optimal wording of human rights provisions in the FTA).

The article outlines the positive and negative consequences of the inclusion of gender provisions and human rights
clauses in the FTA, justifies the importance of the human rights impact assessment of the FTA and the need to provide
supervisory mechanisms. The primacy of international human rights obligations was concluded. In addition, it was found
that the human rights clause, unless it is enshrined together with legal remedies and human rights impact assessment
of the FTA, is more effective than gender provision. Positive experience in wording gender provision, as well as specific
mechanisms for compliance with the human rights clause in the FTAs are promising areas for further researches.
