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Abstract. In the modern political process, an important role is played by political actors
who really influence the political process. The most active actors in the political process include
political leaders, political parties, public organizations, etc., which, depending on the level of
maturity of civil society in a particular country, influence political decision-making processes and
the implementation of national and local policies.
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The political regimes of different states stimulate or inhibit the initiative of the subjects of
the political process. However, the subjects of the political process are able to change the features
of a particular political regime.

Political institutions functioning in the political process go through the following eight
stages. First, it is important for a political institution to define a goal that allows you to clearly
define the goals and directions of its activities, which in turn increases its subjectivity. Second,
political institutions must make political predictions to increase the effectiveness of their political
activities. Third, the ability to make the right political decisions is important for a political
institution. Fourth, in order to achieve their goal, political institutions must carry out political
socialization and political mobilization, which increases their subjectivity. Fifth, political
institutions implement the planned goals and adjust tactical activities. Sixth, political institutions
must monitor the implementation of political decisions. Seventh, political institutions must
analyze and summarize their political activities. Eighth, political institutions must define new
strategies in their political activities, which allows them to increase their subjectivity.

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Introduction. An important element of modern democracy is the existence of
various political institutions. Legislation and methods of political institutions differ in
different states, but any democratic society provides for the possibility of participation
of political institutions (pro-government and opposition) in political processes. Research
on the activities of political institutions as subjects of the political process has recently
intensified. We can distinguish two groups of researchers who study this issue, namely:
foreign and domestic. Among foreign researchers studying political institutions are
M. Weiner, R. Dahl, M. Duverger, P. Meir, J. La Palombara, O. Kirkheimer, T. Karl,
G. Kitchelt, D. Rastow, F. Schmitter. and others. This issue in Ukraine is studied by
M. Mykhalchenko, V. Polokhalo, O. Zhdanov, A. Romanyuk, V. Lebedyuk,
Y. Morozyuk, O. Yakubovsky, M. Karmazina, |. Kohut, R. Pavlenko, S. Ryabov,
G. Postryhan, A. Poichenko, 1. Fedirko, M. Primush, Y. Shveda, V. Yakushik,
B. Yarosh, J. Yarosh and others. However, the state of scientific development of the
subjectivity of political institutions remains low.

Presenting main material. Modern society is characterized by the diversity of
interests of social actors interacting in society, and, accordingly, the complex structure
of socio-political relations. A characteristic feature and value of modern democracy is
not only the existence of pluralism as such, but the ability to organize and protect these
interests through the institutions of democracy, in particular - public and socio-political
organizations, movements, initiatives and more.

Political activity characterizes the participation of political actors in the
implementation of political relations. At the same time, it is expedient to study the level
of subjectivity of political institutions that carry out their activities in the political
process, their functions and classification. Ukrainian researchers A. Poichenko and I.
Fedirko distinguish three levels of political actors: basic political actors, which include
ethnic groups, nations, classes, social strata, socio-demographic groups, territorial and
religious associations. Secondary subjects of politics - political parties, movements,
public committees. The direct subjects of politics (third level) include political leaders,
government agencies, governing bodies of political parties.

The functions of political actors are divided according to levels and types. Basic
subjects perform the functions of self-awareness, determination of their own interests,
formation and activity of socio-political structures; providing them with support through
mass actions. Secondary entities perform similar functions up to the base level. The
functions of the direct subjects of politics (third level) are more specific - political
decision-making, consolidation of society, overcoming conflicts, organizational
activities, the struggle for self-preservation (Yarosh, Yarosh, 2004, 118).

A specific political process as a holistic phenomenon has its own structure,
which consists of the following elements, namely:

- the subject, the bearer of power, who shows political will;

- objects to which actions are directed and the achievement of the purposes is
provided,

- methods, means, institutions, resources (social, economic, material,
demographic, etc.) that implement the process.

In the political system of any society, the political institutions of this system
perform their inherent functions:

- representation of interests;
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- communicative function;

- formation and selection of political elites;

- the function of political socialization;

- policy development and implementation of a political course.

The specific political process taken has its own structure and its own stages of
development. Therefore, the subjects, their interaction, sequence, scenario, time frame
and other factors influencing its development are defined as parameters of the political
process. Participants in the political process can be political systems, the state, elements
of civil society, political parties, mass movements, organized and unorganized groups of
people, individuals.

An important element in a democratic society is the election in which citizens
delegate their powers to various political actors. In this context, it is appropriate to pay
attention to the concept of "electoral process"”, as electoral technologies are used at all
stages of the electoral process, which is quite long. The problem of the procedural nature
of elections, in terms of their subjectivity, duration, content of stages, precise definition
of the beginning and end dates, etc., has not only theoretical but also practical and
political significance. As noted in the European Commission for Democracy through
Law (Venice Commission), elections are more than just a technical issue. Electoral
processes are part of an agreement between citizens and the government that represents
them. Elections show how the government through a wide range of institutions and
processes and treats citizens as much as possible) (Report on the time frame and list of
political criteria for assessing elections, 2016, 290).

A significant role in political processes is played by political parties, which must
represent the interests of voters and interact between the people and the political elite. In
Ukraine, the process of formation of political parties is underway, democratic principles
are being established and a network of regional branches of political parties is being
formed. The processes of communication between political parties and voters are
important for the functioning of the political regime in Ukraine on democratic
principles.

Political parties differ from each other in their organizational structures, scope
of work, sources of funding and relations with the authorities (pro-government and
opposition), and so on. Political parties are characterized by a variety of activities
through which they provide a huge range of services to their members and a much larger
circle of people.

An important marker and element of democracy is the specifics of political
competition of political parties in the political process. The methods and functions of
political parties differ in different political regimes, but any democratic society provides
for the possibility of gaining political power legally. The stable functioning of the party
system enables citizens to learn democratic principles and patterns of behavior. Through
political parties, individuals and social groups have the opportunity to influence other
groups, society as a whole in accordance with their interests, becoming important actors
in politics. At present, parties remain the most influential participants in the political
process. Therefore, the interest of political science is significant in these political actors.

Despite the large number of existing definitions of political parties, the classic
definition is proposed in 1966 by J. La Palombara, according to which the party is:

- a viable organization, ie one whose average political life is longer than the life
of its leadership;
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- local, well-organized and viable organization, maintains regular and diverse
contacts with other organizations in the country;

- a strong desire of state and local leaders of the organization to take into their
hands and exercise power, not just to influence it; the desire to gain the support of the
people through elections or in some other way (J. La Palombara, 1966, 145). Based on
this definition, it can be argued that Ukrainian political parties do not meet certain
criteria.

In the political process, different political institutions have their own specifics.
A distinctive feature of political parties is their role in holding elections. They control
the process of nominating candidates who, if they win, hold certain leadership positions,
form a government and take responsibility for implementing public policy. Influence
groups seek to influence policy in a way that benefits them, especially their members,
who do not compete in elections and do not report publicly on the policy. Civic
movements also try to influence politics without competing in elections, and do not
become accountable to the general public, but, in addition to those advantages, have a
much wider range of important matters. These different hotspots usually involve other
modal differences in organizational structure, relationships between followers and
leaders, motives for participation, levels and types of resource mobilization depending
on allies and external sources of support, and the ability to incite loyalty or hatred.

There is a peculiarity, which is that not every entity that calls itself a party,
organization or movement really deserves trust and a mark of quality. Many parties on
the electoral rolls have no real chance of winning, and so-called parties are "disguised"
as organizations or movements. Some groups of influence can play such an important
role that they determine the heads of specific government positions. Some social
movements "pretend" to talk about a wide range of their social work, but in reality they
are interested in promoting their own employees.

The activities of political parties are aimed at forming and ensuring the
exchange of information between different political and social groups in society. In
democratic political regimes, political parties must use different channels and ways of
interacting with voters, including social networks. In authoritarian political regimes,
information is usually transmitted in one channel from the political elite to the masses.

According to L. Uhryn, communication policy can be implemented through two
levels of information flows, namely: vertical (ruling elites - the masses) and horizontal
(between individuals and groups) (Uhryn, 2014, 312). In the vertical information flow,
the political elite selects, transmits and directs information that forms and helps to
maintain a favorable image of the political system, while strengthening confidence in it.
Horizontal information flow is characterized by a combination of information produced
by different actors in the political process, namely: the political elite and the state on the
one hand and the information needs and priorities of civil society on the other hand. In
democratic regimes, the horizontal flow of information exchange is important.

In the 21st century, in addition to traditional media and communication (news
agencies), new forms of information exchange and communication relations (social
networks) are emerging. This indicates a demand for new forms of interaction between
political parties and voters. Communication between political parties and voters is
facilitated by electoral cycles that intensify political structuring.

Researchers G. lonescu and |. Madariaga emphasize that it is absolutely true to
understand the political institution as part of the political process as a whole and as a
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modified component of power. For example, when studying the political opposition as a
political institution, scholars point out that it is a logical, organic and morphological
dialectical double of power, and even if political thinkers are unable to separate these
Siamese twins without great risk of distorting power and opposition (lonescu,
Madariaga, 1966, 10). Thus, opposition is defined as an independent subject of political
science, which is studied in interaction with the government, government, politics,
society or conflict. Scholars analyze the reasons that make it possible to study a
particular political institution as a separate subject of political analysis.

An effective channel for the implementation of mass civic participation are
social movements, which have two characteristics. First, they are aimed at a specific
goal - the implementation of a certain type of social change. Second, they develop
within informal (poorly formalized and institutionalized) systems. In this sense, they
occupy a position between collective behavior and professional activity (Shtompka,
163).

Political institutions of civil society in Ukraine have a significant but not
decisive influence on political decision-making and implementation of public policy.
This is due to the lack of a stable democratic tradition in Ukraine, the peculiarities of the
processes of socio-political transformation. In the conditions of weak structuring of
society, absence of stably existing, organized interest groups, public organizations,
together with political parties, act both as lobbying organizations, and as groups of
pressure on power structures, and as channels of interaction of the state and society.

An important indicator that determines the qualitative characteristics of political
institutions is the level of involvement of citizens in political processes. Citizens' interest
in politics presupposes participation in it, namely participation in political processes,
communication with leaders of political parties and public organizations. Socio-political
activity is a set of individual actions aimed at achieving a political goal through the
interaction of political institutions in society. Note that among the types of socio-
political activity is dominated by the political component.

Examining the socio-political activity of the population of European countries, it
was found that the increased level of interest in political processes implies more active
participation in elections, work in political parties or movements, as well as the practice
of appealing to political leaders. Among the European countries whose citizens are most
interested in politics were countries with a high standard of living and social protection,
namely: Germany (21.1%), Denmark (20.5%), Israel (16.6%), Sweden (18 , 0%),
Switzerland (16.4%), Great Britain (16.0%) (Salnikova, 2017, 33).

Conclusions. Political institutions functioning in the political process go
through the following eight stages. First, it is important for a political institution to
define a goal that allows you to clearly define the goals and directions of its activities,
which in turn increases its subjectivity. Second, political institutions must make political
predictions to increase the effectiveness of their political activities. Third, the ability to
make the right political decisions is important for a political institution. Fourth, in order
to achieve their goal, political institutions must carry out political socialization and
political mobilization, and this increases their subjectivity. Fifth, political institutions
implement the planned goals and adjust tactical activities. Sixth, political institutions
must monitor the implementation of political decisions.

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Scientific and practical conferences are held in Ukraine, round tables and
sociological research on the analysis of political institutions and their role in the political
process are organized. Much attention is paid to such research in the work of such
scientific institutes as the National Institute for Strategic Studies, the IF Kuras Institute
for Political and Ethnonational Studies, the Laboratory of Legislative Initiatives and the
Ukrainian Center for Economic and Political Studies O. Razumkov.

In recent years, research on the subjectivity of political institutions among
Ukrainian scholars has intensified, but the degree of scientific development of this
problem remains low.
