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Streszczenie. Artykul poswiecony jest zagadnieniom edukacji tolerancyjnej wérod
studentéw szkot pedagogicznych w dziatalnosci pozalekcyjnej. Kryteria i wskazniki edukacji
tolerancji sg okre$lone; pedagogiczne warunki edukacji tolerancyjnej u studentéw szkot
pedagogicznych w dziatalnosci pozalekcyjnej sa teoretycznie uzasadnione i eksperymentalnie
sprawdzone.

Cel artykutu polega na zbadaniu problemu wychowania tolerancji u studentow szkot
pedagogicznych w dziatalno$ci pozalekcyjnej.

Na podstawie wyjasnienia istoty zjawiska ,tolerancja”, biorac pod uwage specyfike
wczesnego dojrzewania oraz specyfike studentéw szkot pedagogicznych, zidentyfikowano
nastepujace kryteria i wskazniki edukacji tolerancyjnej u studentow szkol pedagogicznych:
poznawcze (znajomosc¢ istoty tolerancji; uswiadomienie znaczenia tolerancji w spoteczenstwie;
wiedza o cechach osobowosci tolerancyjnej); emocjonalnie-warto$ciowe (rozwinig¢ta empatia;
motywacja do rozpoznania cech tolerancyjnej osobowosci; pragnienie dialogowej komunikacji);
behawioralne (umiejetnos¢ okazywania ludzkosci, cierpliwosci, zyczliwosci, czujnosci,
kontrolowania swoich emocji i zachowania; interakcji, wspotpracy i zaangazowania w dialogowa
komunikacje; znajdowanie sposoboéw zapobiegania i rozwigzywania konfliktow).

Teoretycznie uzasadnione sg pedagogiczne warunki wychowania tolerancyjnego u
studentow szkot pedagogicznych w  dziatalnosci pozalekcyjnej: metodyczne przygotowanie
mentoréw grup studenckich do wychowania tolerancyjnego u studentéw szkot pedagogicznych;
semantyczne i metodologiczne zabezpieczenie procesu edukacji tolerancyjnej wsrod studentow
szkot pedagogicznych; zaangazowanie studentow szkdt pedagogicznych w dziatania spoteczno-
kulturalne, majace na celu promowanie tolerancji.

W procesie metodycznego przygotowania mentoréw grup studenckich do wychowania
tolerancji u studentéw szkdt pedagogicznych wprowadzono wyktady: ,, Tolerancja jako kategoria
pedagogiczna”, ,Istotne cechy pojecia tolerancji dla studentow szkot pedagogicznych”,
,»Optymalizacja form i metod wychowania tolerancji u studentéw szkot pedagogicznych w
dziatalnosci  pozalekcyjnej”, zajecia interakcyjne: ,Ksztalcenie tolerancji”, ,,Tolerancja
pedagogiczna”, ,,Cechy edukacji tolerancyjnej u studentéw szkot pedagogicznych w dziatalno$ci
pozalekcyjnej”, ,Metody diagnozowania poziomoéw edukacji tolerancyjnej u studentow szkot
pedagogicznych”, ,,Style komunikacji pedagogicznej”, ,,Sposoby zapobiegania konfliktow
miedzyosobowych".

Przeprowadzone szkolenie metodyczne z mentorami grup studenckich pomogto zwigkszy¢
motywacj¢ emocjonalng i wartoSciowa do wychowania tolerancji u studentow szkot
pedagogicznych; poglebianie wiedzy o formach i metodach edukacji tolerancyjnej w wyzej
wymienionym kontyngencie 0s6b ubiegajacych si¢ o wyzsze wyksztalcenie.

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Abstract. The article deals with the issues of fostering tolerance among students of
pedagogical colleges in extra-curricular activities. The criteria and indicators of education of
tolerance are defined; the pedagogical conditions for the cultivation of tolerance in students of
pedagogical colleges in extra-curricular activity are theoretically substantiated and
experimentally tested.

The purpose of the article is to investigate the problem of education of tolerance among
students of pedagogical colleges in extra-curricular activities.

On the basis of clarifying the essence of the phenomenon of "tolerance", taking into
account the characteristics of early adolescence and the specific contingent of students of
pedagogical colleges, the following criteria and indicators of education of tolerance in students of
pedagogical colleges: cognitive (knowledge about the essence of tolerance; tolerant personality);
emotional value (developed empathy; motivation to identify the qualities of a tolerant
personality; desire for dialogic communication); behavioral (ability to show humanity, tolerance,
benevolence, responsiveness, to have emotions and behavior; to interact, cooperate and engage in
dialogue; to find ways to prevent and resolve conflicts).

The pedagogical conditions of education of tolerance in students of pedagogical colleges
in out-of-class activity are theoretically substantiated: methodical preparation of mentors of
student groups for education of tolerance in students of pedagogical colleges; substantive and
methodological support of the process of education of tolerance in students of pedagogical
colleges; involvement of students of pedagogical colleges in socio-cultural activities aimed at
fostering tolerance.

In the process of methodical preparation of student group mentors for the education of
tolerance in the students of pedagogical colleges, the following lectures were introduced:
"Tolerance as a pedagogical category”, "Essential characteristic of the concept” tolerance of
students of pedagogical colleges "," Optimization of forms of education »; interactive classes:
"We cultivate tolerance", "Pedagogical tolerance", "Features of education of tolerance in students
of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities", "Methods of diagnosing the levels of
education of tolerance in students of pedagogical colleges .

Conducted methodological training with mentors of student groups helped to increase the
emotional and value motivation for the cultivation of tolerance in students of pedagogical
colleges; deepening knowledge of the forms and methods of cultivating tolerance in the above
contingent of higher education applicants.

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Introduction. The problem of educating tolerance in students of pedagogical
colleges is relevant, because the spiritual revival of Ukraine depends on future teachers.

Tolerance - a moral trait of personality, which is manifested in the value attitude
towards other people, regardless of their views, habits, character, race, nationality,
religion, race, social status.

In a number of educational documents: the Law of Ukraine "On Higher
Education™ (2014), the National Strategy for the Development of Education in Ukraine
for 2012-2021 (2013), the Concept of National-Patriotic Education of Children and
Youth (2015), generation.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Technologies of education of
tolerance in the young generation are reflected in the works of scientists-teachers: T.
Bilous, O. Dokukina, V. Necherda, I. Sukhopara, G. Shelamova, L. Shaigerova and
others.

The problem of educating tolerance in future teachers has become the subject of
scientific research by Yu. Gordienko, R. Kostruban, Yu. Kotelyanets, Yu. Todortseva,
and others. At the same time, such an aspect as education of tolerance in students of
pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities was left out of the attention of
scientists.

Main part.

The purpose of the article is to study the problem of education of tolerance in
students of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities.

Obijectives of the study. To substantiate and experimentally test the education of
tolerance in students of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities.

Results and discussion. Based on clarifying the essence of the phenomenon of
"tolerance", taking into account the peculiarities of early adolescence and the specifics
of the contingent of students of pedagogical colleges identified the following criteria and
indicators of tolerance in students of pedagogical colleges: cognitive (knowledge of the
essence of tolerance; tolerant personality); emotional and value (developed empathy;
motivation to identify the qualities of a tolerant personality; the desire for dialogical
communication); behavioral (the ability to show humanity, tolerance, kindness,
sensitivity, control their emotions and behavior; interact, cooperate and engage in
dialogical communication; find ways to prevent and resolve conflicts).

In order to identify the levels of education of tolerance in students of
pedagogical colleges selected a set of diagnostic techniques and methods by which we
measured individual indicators of our criteria, such as: conversations, the method of
incomplete sentences, test "Your empathic abilities” (V. Boyko) (Shelamova G. M.
2003), methods of diagnostics of personality orientation (B. Bassa) (Gorbatov D. 2008),
methods of diagnostics of benevolence on the Campbell scale (Gorbatov D. 2008),
methods of diagnostics of volitional potential of personality (N. Fetiskina, V. Kozlova,
G. Manuylova) (Fetiskin NP 2002), a method of studying the levels of formation of
communicative and organizational abilities (N. Fetiskina, V. Kozlova, G. Manuilova)
(Fetiskin N.P. 2002), a method of rapid diagnosis of behavioral style in conflict
situations (N. Fetiskin, V. Kozlov, G. Manuylov) (Fetiskin NP 2002), pedagogical
observation.

Based on certain criteria and indicators, the levels of tolerance education of
students of pedagogical colleges are characterized: high, medium, low.
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The analysis of the results of the ascertaining stage of the experiment testifies to
the insufficient level of tolerance education in students of pedagogical colleges. Thus,
39.5% of students showed a low level of tolerance education; average level - 33.6%;
high level - 26.9% of students of pedagogical colleges.

The obtained results of the observational stage of the experiment show that most
mentors of student groups experience significant difficulties in fostering tolerance in the
above-mentioned contingent of higher education applicants; work in this direction is
mostly episodic; opportunities for extracurricular activities are not used enough.

The pedagogical conditions of tolerance education in students of pedagogical
colleges in extracurricular activities are theoretically substantiated: methodical
preparation of mentors of student groups for education of tolerance in students of
pedagogical colleges; semantic and methodological support of the process of tolerance
education in students of pedagogical colleges; involvement of students of pedagogical
colleges in socio-cultural activities aimed at fostering tolerance.

In the process of methodical preparation of mentors of student groups for
education of tolerance in students of pedagogical colleges lectures were introduced:
"Tolerance as a pedagogical category"”, "Essential characteristics of the concept of
tolerance of students of pedagogical colleges”, "Optimization of forms and methods of
education of tolerance in students of pedagogical colleges »; interactive classes:
"Educate tolerance", "Pedagogical tolerance"”, "Features of tolerance education in
students of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities”, "Methods of diagnosing
levels of tolerance education in students of pedagogical colleges”, "Styles of
pedagogical communication”, "Ways .

Conducted methodical training with mentors of student groups helped to
increase emotional and value motivation for the education of tolerance in students of
pedagogical colleges; deepening knowledge about the forms and methods of tolerance
education in the above-mentioned contingent of applicants for higher education.

Semantic and methodological support of the process of tolerance education in
students of pedagogical colleges in extracurricular activities was carried out by
developing and implementing in extracurricular activities the author's program of hours
of the student group "Stepping to Tolerance", whose main objectives were: to deepen ","
Pedagogical tolerance "; to promote awareness of the existence of limits of tolerance;
development of empathy; to form the ability to show humanity, tolerance, kindness,
sensitivity; find ways to prevent and resolve conflicts.

For example, the training session "Tree of Life" was aimed at: during the
discussion of general and special to develop students' ability to understand the value of
each individual, similarity and individuality.

The students were divided into five subgroups for the above-mentioned lesson.
Each student drew his own tree, in which - the roots - is the valuable thing on which a
person rests in the past, which is a support in life; the trunk is the values of the present,
that which is the core of the present life; The crown is the future, what the student
aspires to in later life. After completing an individual task, each group found a common,
and grouped it in a separate column, as well as features that distinguish each student in
the group (Kovyneva M.V. 2005). Carrying out of this employment promoted
development of tolerant emotions, formation of development of tolerant interaction.

Classes with elements of training ("What is tolerance?", "Prejudice”, "We are all
different”, "Know how to control yourself”, etc.) proved to be effective; discussions
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("Yes and no", "Why is it difficult to be tolerant in our lives?", etc.), project activities,
staging, business games, video presentations, problem solving, etc.

Involvement of students of pedagogical colleges in socio-cultural activities
aimed at educating tolerance took place through such activities as: research, value-
oriented, artistic and aesthetic, communicative and so on.

These types of joint socio-cultural activities provided students with the
opportunity to choose the purpose and methods of activity; to develop its social
significance; discuss different options for participation in combination with self-
monitoring and evaluation (Kanishevska L.V. 201, p. 297).

The most effective methods of working with students of pedagogical colleges
were: discussions, example, creating educational situations, conversations, pedagogical
requirements, beliefs, project method, role-playing and simulation games; with teachers:
conversations, role-plays, group work, etc.

Effective forms of work with students of pedagogical colleges include: hours of
the student group mentor, training sessions, holidays, actions, round tables; with
teachers: seminar, round tables, individual consultations, lectures, conversations,
debates.

After the research and experimental work, there were significant positive
changes in the levels of education of tolerance among students of pedagogical colleges.

Thus, compared to the beginning of the formative stage of the experiment, the
percentage of students of pedagogical colleges of the experimental group who showed a
high level of education tolerance became much higher (from 25.91% at the beginning of
experimental work to 39.38% after it).

The percentage of students of pedagogical colleges of the experimental group
who showed an average level of tolerance education increased from 33.16% to 47.67%.

The positive changes include the fact that the percentage of students who
showed a low level of tolerance education decreased significantly (from 40.93% at the
beginning of the experimental work to 12.95% after its completion).

No similar positive changes were recorded in the control group. The dynamics
of a high level of education of tolerance among students of pedagogical colleges was
+1.02%; medium level +1.02% and low level -2.04%.

Conclusions. Therefore, the real result of the research work can be considered
an increase in the levels of tolerance education in students of pedagogical colleges,
which gives grounds to assert the effectiveness of the positive impact of theoretically
sound and experimentally tested pedagogical conditions of tolerance education in
pedagogical college students in extracurricular activities.

The study does not cover all aspects of the multifaceted problem of tolerance
education in students of pedagogical colleges. research of the potential of extracurricular
activities in this aspect.
