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Streszczenie. Wydarzenia na Euromajdanie pod koniec 2013 i na poczatku 2014 roku
wywolaty znaczng presj¢ spoteczna na panstwo. Rosnaca rola spoteczenstwa obywatelskiego
znaczaco wptynela na transformacje systemu politycznego Ukrainy. Znalazto to odzwierciedlenie
w doborze najbardziej aktywnych uczestnikow, ktorzy stworzyli podstawe ruchu wolontariuszy.
Powstanie ruchu wolontariackiego, ktory powstal w celu zapewnienia obrony i przezwyciezenia
skutkow wojny na Ukrainie, wigze si¢ z poczatkiem Rewolucji Godnosci 1 inwazjg Federacji
Rosyjskiej na Krym. Nieprzygotowanie struktur panstwowych do skutecznego reagowania na
wyzwania i dziatania w warunkach konfliktu spotecznego, zaboru terytorialnego i okupacji
czgsei terytorium Ukrainy byta impulsem do powstania ruchu wolontariatu ATO. W warunkach
tamtych czasow spoleczenstwo ukrainskie wykazato si¢ niezwykla zdolnoscig do konsolidacji,
zmobilizowalo si¢ i1 zaczglo zajmowaé si¢ najpilniejszymi problemami stojacymi przed
Ukraincami zmuszonymi do obrony granic panstwa. Poszczegdlne wolontariuszy zaczgli tworzy¢
grupy i przywodcey pojawity sie w grupach, prowadzac organizacje utworzone w celu pomocy
wojsku. Ruch wolontariuszy stal si¢ mechanizmem, ktoéry rekompensuje wigkszo$¢ niedociagnigé
wtadz publicznych.

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Abstract. The events on Euromaidan in late 2013 - early 2014 caused significant public
pressure on the state. The growing role of civil society has significantly influenced the
transformation of Ukraine's political system. This, in turn, was reflected in the selection of the
most proactive participants, who formed the basis of the volunteer movement.

The appearance of the volunteer movement, which was formed to provide the defense and
overcome the consequences caused by the war in Ukraing, is associated with the beginning of the
Revolution of Dignity and the invasion of the Russian Federation in the Crimea. The
unpreparedness of state structures to respond effectively to challenges and act in conditions of
social conflict, territorial annexation and occupation of part of Ukrainian territory was the
motivation for the formation of the ATO volunteer movement. Under the conditions of that time,
Ukrainian society demonstrated an incredible ability to consolidation, it mobilized and began to
solve the most pressing problems facing Ukrainians, who were forced to defend the borders of
the state. Individual volunteers began to form groups, leaders emerged in groups, which leaded
organizations set up to help the military. The volunteer movement has become a mechanism that
compensates for most of the shortcomings of public authorities.

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Introduction. An analytical report from 2015 by the National Institute for
Strategic Studies states that the volunteer movement is a way to preserve and strengthen
universal values, realize the rights and responsibilities of citizens, personal growth
through awareness of human potential. During the crisis, volunteering was always aimed
at relieving social tension, ensuring a dignified existence of citizens, "filling" the
shortcomings of state social policy, the spread of humanistic and altruistic ideas and
attitudes in society (Volunteer. 2015, 3).

The Revolution of Dignity was the beginning of the formation of the volunteer
movement in Ukraine. Every conscious Ukrainian tried to help those who "stood™ on the
Maidan, whether materially, financially or morally. Most volunteers collected food,
medical supplies, warm clothing, hygiene items, protective equipment, sheltered
protesters, and performed other volunteer functions. Consolidation of volunteers in
social networks into volunteer groups significantly accelerated the provision of
volunteer services. This method of communication between volunteers was relatively
new, but it proved to be good, as it allowed to solve urgent issues in a short time.

The opposition of civil society to the bureaucratic system during the Revolution
of Dignity took most public associations (including security) to the opposition camp.
Subsequently, military aggression from the outside united the efforts of civil society and
the state to combat it (Volunteer. 2015,17).

If before the ATO volunteer movement the volunteer movement proved to be
quite limited and its institutionalization was slow, unclear and this institution did not
have a significant impact on society, then during the ATO it has become a significant
factor of civic activity and its institutionalization is already clear. formed character.
Volunteering has become an influential political institution of Ukrainian society (Zhuzha
2015, 40).

The volunteer movement gained the greatest momentum in 2015. Active
initiative volunteers self-organized on the basis of volunteerism, patriotism for mutual
assistance. At the peak of the volunteer movement, which occurred in mid-2015, there
were more than 250 volunteer organizations in Ukraine specializing in solving problems
caused by the Russian-Ukrainian confrontation in the Crimea and Donbas (Tomchuk
2018, 234). There were many local and regional organizations that worked either
directly with a particular unit or indirectly through large volunteer associations, and
there were also individual volunteers. It is almost impossible to count the number of
volunteers who helped the ATO soldiers, because they were constantly changing and
were not counted.

The main problems faced by the ATO soldiers were: low level of security or
complete lack of means of protection and special equipment, clothing and footwear,
medicines, hygiene products, poor nutrition. Complicated bureaucratic procedures
created obstacles and only hampered the provision of necessary assistance by
volunteers.

Volunteer organizations that self-organized as a result of the beginning of the
anti-terrorist operation can be divided according to the categories of the population and
their needs:

1. Active soldiers of anti-terrorist operation - fundraising, purchase and transfer
of logistical support in several directions was carried out:

+ uniforms and equipment - transfer of clothes, shoes, body armor, helmets,
unloading vests;
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* high-tech direction - software development, purchase of drones, tablets,
thermal imagers (BF Army SOS, BF Sisters of Mercy);

» camouflage direction - netting, kikimor (Battalion "Kikimora");

» cartographic direction - creation of modern maps;

» medical direction - transfer of medical equipment and medicines, formation of
first-aid Kits (First Voluntary Mobile Hospital named after MI Pirogov, NGO "People's
Rear");

» food supply - collection and transfer of food, formation of biscuits, soup sets
(Self-defense of Maidan Volyn);

» repair and technical direction - purchase of cars, repair and technical
improvement of military equipment (NGO "People's Rear");

» religious direction - spiritual support of military chaplains (NGO "Military
Chaplains of VVolyn").

2. Civilian population from the area of anti-terrorist operation:

» resettlement direction - evacuation from the war zone, assistance with social
adaptation to refugees ("Crimea SOS", "East SOS", "House of Free People™);

» humanitarian direction - assistance with food, water, clothes to the population
living in Luhansk and Donetsk regions (Humanitarian Headquarters "Let's Help" on the
basis of the Akhmetov Foundation);

* Search for missing persons - search for missing civilians ("Blue Bird", NGO
"Center for Humanitarian Missions");

3. Wounded and captured servicemen:

* participation in the search, negotiations and release of prisoners (Center for the
Release of Prisoners of the NGO "Officer Corps"™);

* search and evacuation of the wounded (Ukrainian Red Cross Society).

4. Demobilized soldiers:

* legal assistance - assistance in obtaining the status of a participant in
hostilities, registration of benefits (NGO "All-Ukrainian Human Rights Organization"
Legal Hundred ");

» medical direction - rehabilitation after injuries, prosthetics (NGO "Persons
with disabilities" Help.INFO ");

* psychological direction - adaptation to a peaceful life (Charitable organization
"International Charitable Foundation" Creative Hideout ).

5. Dead, missing soldiers:

» search, identification and exhumation of the bodies of the dead ("Black
Tulip™);

» search for missing persons; ("People's Memory", NGO "Peace Coast");

» worthy of honoring the memory of soldiers ("\Voiny" project).

6. Families of the killed participants of anti-terrorist operation / environmental
protection:

* legal direction - support during the registration of benefits, the status of a
family member of the deceased; (NGO "All-Ukrainian Human Rights Organization"
Legal Hundred ");

* psychological rehabilitation - assistance with adaptation after loss (NGO
"Charitable Foundation" People's Rear - Rehabilitation ", volunteer project Patrons for
the Soldier);

* humanitarian direction - providing humanitarian aid (volunteer project Patrons
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for Soldiers).

L. Zhuzha quite rightly emphasizes that if before civil society played the role of
a buffer between the state and the individual, or individual communities to protect the
rights and freedoms of citizens, today it is represented by the volunteer movement and
plays the role of alternative government in certain spheres of public life. in the ATO),
which performs part of the functions of the state in the ATO / OOS zone (Zhuzha 2015,
48).

At the same time, it should not be generalized that volunteer organizations work
purely with one selected category or in one direction of assistance, often complex multi-
level structures in terms of organization, whose activities are intertwined and change
according to needs (Zhuzha June 2015, 127).

One of the examples of such an organization is the Volyn independent volunteer
project "Patrons for a Soldier" (hereinafter - MDS), which in its activities is guided by
the motto "Reasons the shoulder of the hero who follows us to battle." This project arose
after the Revolution of Dignity on the initiative of two other Volyn volunteer structures:
the Volyn Regional Coordination Center for ATO Soldiers, created by volunteers and
activists of the Maidan Volyn Self-Defense, in partnership with the Maidan Volyn Self-
Defense.

The idea was to accumulate a base of patrons willing to support active and
demobilized ATO fighters morally and psychologically in a non-cash way, providing a
service to diversify leisure and to at least partially reduce the financial burden by
discounting a product or service. The project involved many patrons, whose companies
provided free hairdressing, dental services, competent notarial, legal advice, taxi
services, car repairs, shoes, tailoring or clothing repair, discounts, loyalty cards, gift
certificates, tickets to performances, concerts, movies and others. This action brought
together people of good will, ready to give part of their knowledge, skills, strengths and
abilities, in order to thank the heroes who returned from the ATO (Hello. 2019).

In January 2015, Self-Defense activist and one of the founders of the Volyn
Regional Coordination Center for Assistance to Anti-Terrorist Operation Fighters,
Archpriest and Military Chaplain Mykhailo Buchak, nominated the head of the
organization, Neonila Holovatska, as the coordinator of this area of activity. Later,
public activist and Shevchenko scholar Ruslan Telipsky joined the project. Already in
March 2015, the MDS volunteer project became an independent volunteer community
and functioned on a par with its founders.

Activists of the MDS volunteer project position it as apolitical, one that does not
serve any political force. The MDS project is carried out in several directions. The
financial direction is aimed at helping soldiers save their own money through discounts
on services or gifts from patrons (receiving pasta, bread, food kits). The medical
direction of the project is to provide soldiers with the opportunity to undergo
examinations, pass various tests, receive quality dental services and more. Physical
direction is realized through the opportunity to visit free fitness clubs, gyms, through the
organization of sports competitions, friendly matches. The legal and notarial direction is
provided by attorneys and volunteer notaries, who provide free advice to soldiers and
their families on various issues that may arise with the registration of veteran status,
purchase of housing, benefits, etc.

The moral and psychological direction of helping soldiers is designed to
diversify the leisure of the military through visits to concerts, performances, personal
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meetings with performers, actors. For several years in a row, a charity concert "Kolyada
with Tetyana Tsikhotska™ was held in support of ATO soldiers and families of the
victims. Also, for the first time in Ukraine, on June 1, 2016, before the International
Children's Day, a grand event "Children of our heroes" was held, to which 200
participants of the anti-terrorist operation with children (a total of 500 people) were
invited. This event became an annual event and already in 2018 the Volyn Regional
State Administration joined the organizers, which indicates a high degree of trust in the
project volunteers not only philanthropists, but also local authorities.

The MDS project assists demobilized soldiers and their wives in finding work
and retraining. Repeatedly with the help of project volunteers, the fighters had the
opportunity to be trained to open their own business, learn a new profession and more.
Subsequently, with the beginning of the unification of demobilized ATO soldiers into
unions, the need for assistance from the MDS volunteer project decreased.

Special attention is paid to the families of the dead members of the anti-terrorist
operation. The MDS volunteer project launched a meeting for such families called the
Congress of Families of the Heavenly Legion of Volyn. They focus on communication
between wives, children who lost husbands and parents in the war. Volunteers are
invited to the meeting of lawyers, doctors, employees of military commissariats, social
services. Such "Congresses of Families of the Heavenly Legion of Volyn" are held with
the support of many partners, patrons who provide travel, accommodation, meals for
families not only from Volyn region, but also Transcarpathia, lvano-Frankivsk, Lviv,
Rivne, Zhytomyr, Poltava. During this time, the volunteer project organized and
conducted 9 events (2016 - 1, 2017 - 3, 2018 - 3, 2019 - 2).

After analyzing the activities of the MDS project, some volunteer areas were
identified, which are ready to function as independent units, and new initiatives were
launched, in particular, the following areas are being developed:

1. "Children of the Heavenly Legion" - curator Natalia Skiba - co-coordinator of
the MDS project, wife of the current soldier. The idea for the project came in 2016 to
support the families of fallen defenders to draw attention to children left behind by the
war. For the fourth year in a row, on the eve of the birthday of the defender's child, the
project volunteers publish an article about the birthday boy in the group on the Internet
(the group has 3253 participants on September 25, 2020). Information is collected about
a father or a native of Volyn who died or died in a peaceful life, or a native of Volyn,
about a child’s dreams, life and family needs. 215 children under the age of 18 are under
the care of the project, but their number is constantly growing.

2. "Park of Heroes of the Maidan and Heroes of the Heavenly Legion" - curator
Natalia Ishchuk - widow of a soldier, author of articles in the project Children of the
Heavenly Legion. In Lutsk Park, called the Park of Heroes of the Maidan and Heroes of
the Heavenly Legion, the families of the fallen soldiers had the opportunity to plant a
tree that would symbolize the continuation of the life of the deceased on Earth, as many
soldiers did not have time to marry and continue their family. The first action was held
on Mother's Day on February 13, 2017, the second time on October 14, 2017, and the
third time on October 14, 2019. A total of 140 trees were planted.

3. "Thread of life extension™ - curator Irina Smirnova - widower. The project
was created on the initiative of volunteer widow Irina Smirnova and MDS. The
embroiderer brought together mothers and wives who lost their sons and husbands in the
war to embroider as art therapy. This project has reached the international level with the
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support of the diaspora and has already been presented at the Consulate General of
Ukraine in Barcelona.

4. TREBATREVEL - curator Ruslan Telipsky - MDS project coordinator,
public activist. The project is aimed at the psychological rehabilitation of children killed
through travel, recreation and acquaintance with the cultures of different countries. It
encourages greater independence for children who are too attached to their mother due
to the loss of their father, for learning foreign languages, and for developing creativity
through participation in various competitions, which often lead to the selection of
children for travel. Thanks to close ties with the diaspora, cooperation with other
organizations and individual philanthropists, the children of the fallen Heroes have
already managed to visit Greece, Denmark, Spain, lIsrael, Italy, Germany, Poland,
Slovakia, USA, children of anti-terrorist operation participants in Bosnia. This area of
activity has existed for many years, but only at the end of 2019 stood out as an
independent project.

5. Let’s remember the Heroes - curator Olga Lyashuk, widow of a soldier,
author of articles in the project Children of the Heavenly Legion The project is aimed at
moral and psychological assistance to ATO / OOS fighters and families of fallen ATO /
OOS participants and aims to diversify military leisure through attending concerts,
performances, personal meetings and communication with performers, actors, public
opinion leaders, activists. As part of the project, members of the ATO, members of the
families of the victims attended the pre-premiere screening of the film "Cherkasy" and
had the opportunity to communicate with the main actors and producers of the film, met
with the frontman of "Without Restrictions”, talked and attended a concert of
"Antibody".

6. Defense in words - curator Fradynska Lyubov - public activist. The project
aims to collect books, drawings, leaflets and transfer them to the front line for the moral
support of soldiers who are in the area of anti-terrorist operation / environmental
protection.

All MDS activities are coordinated by Ruslan Telipsky and co-coordinator
Natalia Skyba. It is noteworthy that members of the anti-terrorist operation and widows
have joined the MDS and are working fruitfully. In their work, activists also use social
networks to disseminate information, in particular, the Facebook page has about four
thousand participants. Volunteers who are not participants in the MDS project on a
permanent basis are involved in organizing mass events. Thus, for the "Congress of
Families of the Heavenly Legion of Volyn", art therapies, exhibitions, fairs, etc. are
coordinated with regular partners who provide premises for events.

External links have also been developed to facilitate the interaction of
volunteering with other structures of civil society and the state. The MDS project is not
a registered NGO, does not have its own office, but this does not prevent the Volyn
Regional Volunteer Initiative from working at the level of registered NGOs at the city
and oblast levels. Due to the constant reporting, openness and transparency of the MDS,
the project enjoys a high degree of trust among the participants of the anti-terrorist
operation, patrons, and local governments (Patrons).

The peculiarity of the MDS volunteer project is that volunteers take care not
only of the so-called "status™ but also of "statusless" families. About this division of
families of the lost participants of anti-terrorist operation prefer not to speak, but the
problem exists. "Status" refers to the families of anti-terrorist operation participants who
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directly participated in the anti-terrorist operation and died while performing tasks
related to the defense of the Motherland. The family is "statusless", can not claim a one-
time cash benefit and military pension in case of loss of a breadwinner due to:
committing a crime or administrative offense, committing acts of alcohol, drugs or toxic
intoxication, intentional self-harm, other damage to one's health or suicide (except in the
case of a suicide established by a court) by a dead or deceased soldier.

Volunteers believe that it does not matter under what conditions the defender
died or on the front line, performing a combat mission, or died of an illness after
demobilization, or died in an accident, or, unable to withstand psychological pressure,
voluntarily passed away. Importantly, the fighter defended his homeland at the risk of
his life, and the volunteers, paying homage to his self-sacrifice, consider it their duty to
take care of his family.

Conclusions: Thus, the activity of the volunteer movement both in Ukraine and
in Volyn in particular, is relevant, diverse and necessary both for the whole society and
for certain target groups which are cared for by the members of the organization. Such
formations require long-term social, legal, and financial support from both the state and
Ukrainian society. Unfortunately, the war has not stopped and continues to this day, and
accordingly the number of problems is growing.
