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Abstrakcyjny. Rolnictwo w czasach kryzysu bardziej niz kiedykolwiek potrzebuje
rozsadnego zarzadzania i minimalizacji kosztow transportu. Sytuacja zwigzana z pandemia Covid
2019 w dalszym ciagu koncentrowata sie na problemach w tym sektorze. Rozwdj logistyki
transportu w rolnictwie na Ukrainie zalezy bezposrednio nie tylko od ustalonego systemu
zarzadzania, ale takze od czynnikéw krajowych, takich jak: potaczenia transportowe, jakosé
nawierzchni drogowej, systemy odbioru towarow, ushugi kolejowe. Jesli jedno ogniwo w tym
procesie ,,wypadnie”, caly proces transportu jest zagrozony.

Transport w rolnictwie to podstawa, na ktorej opiera si¢ wigkszo$¢ procesow: od
produkcji ptodéw rolnych (plony, uprawa, zbiory) po transport do magazynow. W zwiazku z tym
szybkos$¢ jego dostawy na rynek i konsumentdéw bedzie zalezata od jakos$ci transportu i jasnego
planowania schematu zatadunku-transportu-roztadunku produktow. Planowanie w kazdej
dziatalno$ci pozwala na uwzglednienie wszystkich mozliwych zagrozen, warunkéw pogodowych
i drogowych transportu produktow oraz ograniczenie najprostszych w przypadku sity wyzszej.
Ponadto, bez wzgledu na to, jak dobrze zaplanowano logistycznie ruch, zawsze nalezy mie¢ na
uwadze czynnik ludzki.

Logistyka transportu jest $ci$le powigzana z nowymi gadzetami i systemami nawigacji,
zarzadzania, koordynacji 1 $ledzenia. Zastosowanie nowoczesnych technologii pozwala
zorientowac si¢ w czasie w ewentualnych opdznieniach w transporcie produktéw, skoordynowaé
przeptyw ruchu, zmniejszy¢ liczbe zaangazowanych jednostek sprzetu (jesli to konieczne).
Amortyzacja sprzetu, nieracjonalne uzytkowanie, przedwczesne przeglady techniczne - maja
znaczacy wplyw na opdznienia w transporcie towarow, dodatkowe koszty renowacji pojazddw.

W artykule zidentyfikowano gtowne problemy i trendy w rozwoju logistyki transportu w
rolnictwie na Ukrainie. W trakcie badania problematycznych zagadnien, zaproponowano
mozliwe sposoby ich eliminacji oraz wskazano perspektywy rozwoju branzy.

PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF DEVELOPMENT OF TRANSPORT
LOGISTICS OF AGRICULTURAL ENTERPRISES IN UKRAINE

Abstract. Agriculture in times of crisis more than ever, needs the optimization of regional
management and minimization of freight costs. The situation with the Covid 2019 pandemic has
further focused on the problems in this sector. The development of transport logistics in
agriculture in Ukraine directly depends not only on the established management system, but also
on national factors, such as: transport links, quality road surface, goods reception systems, rail
services. If one link in this process "falls out", then the whole process of transportation is
endangered.

Transport in agriculture is the basis on which most of the processes are based: from the
production of agricultural products (crops, cultivation, harvesting) to transportation to storage
facilities. Accordingly, the speed of its delivery to the market and consumers will depend on the
quality of transport and clear planning of the scheme of loading-transportation-unloading of
products. Planning in any activity makes it possible to take into account all possible risks,
weather and road conditions of transportation of products and reduce the most simple in case of
force majeure. In addition, no matter how well logistically planned the traffic, you should always
keep in mind the human factor.

Transportation logistics is closely linked to new gadgets and navigation, management,
coordination and tracking systems. The use of modern technologies makes it possible to orient in
time in possible delays in the transportation of products, to coordinate the traffic flow, to reduce
the number of units of equipment involved (if necessary). Depreciation of equipment, irrational
use, untimely technical inspection - have a significant impact on the delay in the transportation of
goods, additional costs for the restoration of vehicles.

The article identifies the main problems and trends in the development of transport
logistics in agriculture in Ukraine. In the process of researching problematic issues, possible
ways to eliminate them were proposed and prospects for development in the relevant sector were
indicated.

Introduction. Agriculture is an industry with a significant number of types of
cargo, which indicates an urgent need for modern logistics approaches. Without
rationally organized transport, it is impossible to optimize the structures and schemes of
supply of agricultural products, especially in terms of remoteness of rural areas from the
centers of sale of these products. Transport logistics in agriculture involves the
development of transport and logistics infrastructure with a supply base and market
service network on a much larger scale than currently available systems.
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The task of modern transport logistics is the formation of complex integrated
and highly dynamic systems that organically interact with all types of business in the
field of production and distribution. The formation of the chain of product creation or
end-user value is carried out in accordance with the criteria of optimality and receiving
the largest contribution from each participant.

The purpose of the article is to study the problems of development of transport
logistics of agricultural enterprises and develop a proposal for their elimination in order
to improve. To achieve the goal of the study, the following tasks were set:

- consider existing problems in transport logistics of agricultural enterprises;

- assess possible trends in the development and improvement of transport
logistics in the agricultural sector;

- suggest options for solving problems in transport logistics of agricultural
enterprises.

Results and discussion. Transport logistics is the optimization of cargo
transportation management, ie the implementation of operations of movement and
storage of raw materials, semi-finished products, work in progress, finished products
from places of origin to places of consumption using vehicles.

The development of the agricultural sector significantly depends on the
conditions of its transport and logistics. The logistics system of the agri-food complex is
characterized by the mass nature of cargo, seasonality, the need to form stocks and
reserves, the concentration of flows of agricultural products during its collection from
farms for processing and storage, the distribution of flows of finished products.

As you know, agricultural production itself is growing in recent years and
against the background of this growth are even more acute obsolete problems: backward
organization, huge storage losses, forms of production from the producer and
consolidation of agricultural flows, low level of primary processing of agricultural raw
materials and, consequently, large losses during transportation. All these problems
demonstrate the inefficiency of the formation and operation of logistics chains that exist
from the moment of collection of these products to the moment of its arrival in stores.

Due to the weak material and technical base of small farms and underdeveloped
infrastructure for storage, processing and sale of products, a significant part of
agricultural products does not enter the market. It is high-quality transport logistics that
will allow manufacturers to promote their products to consumers.

Transport is a branch of material production. The peculiarity of transport is that
it does not process raw materials and does not create material products, and the result of
its activities are services. Transport services are performed by specialized transport
enterprises or enterprises-manufacturers, wholesale and retail trade enterprises in the
implementation of centralized delivery of goods to consumers of material flow.

There are public transport and non-public transport. Public transport includes
urban transport and transport of commercial organizations that provide paid services.
Non-public transport is an integral part of production or trade enterprises and does not
provide services to external organizations.

In agriculture, there is an exceptional variety of modes of transport that move
goods between production sites (arable land, livestock complexes) and directly on
production sites. Modern agriculture is inextricably linked with technological vehicles
used in the cultivation, harvesting and transportation of fruits and vegetables. Transport
works are an indispensable part of technological processes for growing crops. Currently,
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the most commonly used trucks, tractor trailers and general purpose semi-trailers.

The main purpose of transport logistics in the agricultural sector, as well as
logistics in general, is to reduce the cost of physical movement of goods. This goal is
achieved by adhering to the following basic principles:

- maximum use of the load capacity or load capacity of vehicles;

- organization of delivery of goods without warehouses (by cross-docking
technology);

- multiplicity of the transport unit of cargo to the units of ordering, sending and
warehousing (for example, the use of a container);

- standardization of packaging;

- economies of scale and distance of cargo transportation, as in this case the cost
per 1 ton-kilometer is minimal;

- concentration of cargo flows on separate distribution channels of goods and
rejection of non-economic channels;

- delivery of goods on time.

The implementation of these principles in practice allows to achieve maximum
economic efficiency for the transport, production or trade enterprise.

The main functions of the transport service system of agricultural enterprises
include:

- delivery of resources to ensure the continuity of the production process from
places of purchase (production) to places of storage or consumption;

- maintenance of production and technological processes;

- transportation of employees to the places of performance of their work
functions;

- ensuring the mobility of managers;

- ensuring the interaction of individual divisions of the enterprise;

- delivery of manufactured products to the places of primary forgery, processing
and storage;

- minimization of terms and costs for moving goods;

- ensuring the safety of consumer properties of transported goods;

- ensuring the safety of employees during transportation;

- ensuring environmental safety when moving goods.

The main tasks of agrology should be the following:

- ensuring food safety in accordance with international standards;

- introduction of modern technologies of collection, processing, transportation,
storage and distribution of agricultural products and processed products into the practice
of management;

- implementation of the concept of logistics in the activities of agricultural
enterprises and agricultural formations;

- ensuring the competitiveness of agricultural products and products of its
processing, both in domestic and foreign markets;

- development of infrastructure, rolling stock, vehicles;

- construction of logistics centers;

- making modern transport decisions, reducing the delivery time of goods from
producer to consumer;

- development of complex logistics services, including customs licensing
Services;
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- active implementation of modern technologies, equipment and automated
transportation systems (Levkin GG, 2014, P.168-169).

According to G.V. Spassky (2018., p.65), the role of transport in logistics is key,
because the movement of material flows without transportation is impossible. The
logistics chain in agriculture can be of several types. But the main composition of the
representatives of this chain is as follows:

- suppliers;

- intermediaries;

- manufacturers;

- processors;

-consumers.

The main task of logistics in this case is to solve the problem of maintaining
high quality characteristics of the collected products in the organization of its delivery to
processing centers. Solving the problem is greatly complicated by the nature of the flow
of moving products. Juicy, ripe vegetables and fruits are crumpled and damaged during
transportation. As a result, the quality of processed raw materials and final products
decreases, all financial and economic indicators of manufactured goods deteriorate. The
solution to this problem is to allocate the initial stage of product processing into an
independent link in the logistics chain with a spatial approximation to the collection
points. The implementation of such a solution in practice is based on the logistical
cooperation of many small farmers. Improving the transport and logistics system is an
important condition for improving the efficiency of agricultural development of the
country.

Irrationality of a number of transportations, elements of chaos, inconsistencies
in transport connections between farms, resource suppliers, producers and processors of
products in agriculture significantly increase costs due to the lack of effective schemes
and technologies of integrated transport logistics. The world is currently on the brink of
economic crisis. The situation with the pandemic actually "paralyzed" the work of the
services sector. The number of unemployed in the world has increased significantly and
people spend money only on the essentials (food, clothing, medicine). We conclude that
food will be the most popular, respectively, the agricultural sector must operate without
interruption.

Rising prices for transport, spare parts and fuels and lubricants with poor road
quality in rural areas significantly increase the cost of transportation. Accordingly,
constant monitoring of the state of motor transport is a necessary measure not only for
road hauliers, but also for the heads of agricultural enterprises, who must plan all costs
and manage transportation processes. Logistics will consist not only in fast delivery of
agricultural products, miscalculation of the minimum risk of damage to transport, goods,
but also reduction of possible downtime.

The role of transport in agriculture is decisive. It is due to the competition for
the markets of agricultural products that logistics plays a major role in the rapid sale of
products. In addition, to a large extent from the correct planning of traffic depends on
the preservation of products and their quality. The cost of delivery of products to the
places of its sale is a significant share in the cost of production, and given the distance of
transportation, they are correlated with the cost of its production. Therefore, the issues
of rational use of transport in agriculture are becoming even more relevant.

Currently, of particular importance is the system of improving the organization
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of transport and agricultural services in agriculture, as well as economic relations both
within enterprises and between them. An important area of stabilization of the technical
base of agricultural production is the development and strengthening of intersectoral
ties. In conditions of shortage of equipment, it becomes especially necessary to improve
the organization and increase the efficiency of its use. Transport is a general condition
for the development of agricultural production. The fundamental principle of organizing
its effective use is a rational combination of transportation processes with agricultural
production technologies and their implementation.

In the modern agricultural enterprise the role of transport works in maintenance
of a normal course of production process constantly grows. Improving the technology of
agricultural production is both in the line of division of labor processes into a number of
operations performed by specialized machines, and in the line of simultaneous execution
of a number of operations by special combined machines in combination with
transportation processes and their implementation. Modern methods of operational
management include: dispatching service of agricultural enterprises, operational
schedules of transport processes for busy periods, the use of modern office equipment to
collect and process operational information on the implementation of transport processes
and others.

Therefore, it is very important to quickly manage the entire fleet according to a
single comprehensive plan. This role in the former system was performed by oblast and
rayon task forces with a dispatch service. At present, the consolidation of agricultural
enterprises at receiving points and processing enterprises should become the basis for
the development of transportation schemes.

Specific features of agriculture, the dependence of the harvesting process on
weather conditions, deviations of the actual yield from the planned, unforeseen failure of
harvesting and transport equipment and other reasons often lead to changes in the
situation during harvesting. Often farms have to urgently take measures to ensure
uninterrupted high-performance transport with the help of the dispatch service.
Accordingly, the control room in the area of its activity helps to carry out operational
management and control over the operation of all vehicles engaged in transportation.
However, dispatchers do not always monitor compliance with transport schedules,
monitor the implementation of variable tasks, the rules of transportation of products,
which prevents the maneuvering of vehicles in accordance with their needs.

The author O.1 .Guturov (2013, p. 102) draws attention to the fact that the
agricultural enterprise in the logistics system should focus on the practical achievement
of success. The logistics service at the enterprise is divided, as a rule, into five main
functional groups responsible for transportation; structure of fixed assets, stocks,
material resources, communications and information. The author noted that this
formation of functional groups of the logistics service at the enterprise does not
correspond to the traditional organizational structures of agricultural enterprises, as all
these activities have long been delegated by the department of supply of material and
technical resources, engaged in marketing; transport operations (existed as an
independent); warehouse management (was also independent). An agricultural
enterprise in the logistics system must focus on the practical achievement of success
(Guturov 0.1.2013, p. 102).

In connection with the negative consequences of currency changes and the
reform of the system of trade flows, the problem of forming efficient transport and
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logistics structures of agriculture becomes especially relevant, based on the urgency of
supporting food markets to ensure food security. Thus transport should be integrated
into service of logistics to connect effective transportation (on a parity of expenses and
results) and the organization of transportations with the following tasks:

- selection of the most profitable suppliers for farms, processing enterprises and
consumers;

- inventory planning based on optimization models;

- organization of efficient warehousing;

- increasing the quality of order fulfillment;

- rationalization of warehousing operations in regional warehouses of
agricultural raw materials.

Significant factors limiting transportation, and hence the promotion of goods in
the agricultural system, are underdeveloped transport infrastructure, low level of
transport service for agricultural enterprises, inconsistency of transport in relation to
each other, shortcomings in the information and communication base and other
problems.

Another feature of the system of transport services of agricultural formations is
associated with a pronounced seasonality of the production process, which objectively
causes significant fluctuations in freight turnover and traffic, which leads to problems
with the use of transport and its significant underload for a long period. It should be
noted that in the winter there is actually a simple transport, because the movement of
products is carried out exclusively from warehouses to sales bases. This indicates the
need to minimize the cost of fuel and lubricants for transport and a combination of
possible associated cargo.

In areas with poorly developed road network and other elements of transport
infrastructure, with low density of agricultural production, agricultural enterprises
should be able to perform on their own not only domestic transport, but also a
significant part of other transport within the district. Motor transport units should
specialize even more than at present in inter-district and inter-regional transportation of
agricultural products and other goods, as well as in the centralized delivery of goods
from railway stations and in the centralized service of personal farms.

Creating and ensuring the effective functioning of an intelligent, integrated and
sustainable transport and logistics system for the delivery of agricultural products is a
promising task for Ukraine. The Government of Ukraine should develop strategies for
the development not only of the agro-industrial complex, but also of the entire transport
and logistics sector of agricultural enterprises. In order to get rid of unplanned excess
costs for fuels and lubricants (hereinafter - fuel), an appropriate stock must be made. As
the currency market is volatile, the oil market is also fluctuating.

Fuel is actually the second important element in transport logistics. The first is
actually transport. Fuel costs and replacement of parts directly depend on the technical
serviceability of transport. It is worth noting that the vehicle must constantly pass the
inspection of technical support not just on paper, but also in reality, because a minor
breakdown can become a significant problem in the future with the involvement of large
amounts of funds to eliminate it. In addition, unplanned breakdowns are a direct threat
to the timely delivery of products from producer to consumer. Forced downtime and late
delivery of products will always be unprofitable for producers, because if the terms of
the contract are overdue, appropriate sanctions are imposed.
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The authors O.l. Gutorov, N.V. Prozorova (2011, p.147) note that transport
logistics in agricultural enterprises is formed in terms of the use of different types of
vehicles and the need to transport goods of different physical and mechanical
composition. To increase the efficiency of transport and logistics systems in enterprises
should be more involved in the type of tractor transport. Further development of
transport logistics in agricultural enterprises is based on the improvement of the
transport process in terms of routing and scheduling (Gutorov O.l., Prozorova N.V.
2011, p.147).

It should be noted that in Ukraine there are a large number of small farms that
independently decide to find the necessary transport for agricultural work, collection and
transportation of agricultural products to the points of delivery or storage. Accordingly,
logistics as such does not exist. It is important that there are specialized companies in
the country that could provide not only transport services, but also logistics management
in general under the terms of the contract with such farms.

We cannot rule out the fact that the impact of the Covid 2019 pandemic on the
agro-industrial sector was significant and hurt, especially on small farms. Farmers of
vegetables and fruits faced the problem of sales, as the usual markets were closed, and
supplies to markets and shops are almost completely "closed” by powerful agricultural
producers. In addition, small businesses often use their own vehicles to deliver such
products, which was impossible in most cities of Ukraine due to limited entry and exit
from certain settlements, especially where there are strategic facilities.

Crisis phenomena in general have a negative impact on domestic agriculture.
Despite the fact that the weakening of the hryvnia increases the competitiveness of
domestic exporters and stimulates import substitution, while increasing production
costs. According to experts, the current situation will negatively affect the development
of agriculture and will require serious support from farmers. But, despite the difficult
situation in the economy, for some areas of agriculture in Ukraine today are
opportunities for development.

There are three key factors influencing the crisis on domestic agriculture:

- exchange rate growth,

- change in the volume of the domestic market,

- rupture of global supply chains.

Based on the degree of influence of these factors, new opportunities for growth
are opening up for certain sectors of agriculture, despite the crisis.

Problems of increasing the efficiency of agricultural enterprises should be
addressed comprehensively and in several directions at the state level:

1. Develop centers of information and consulting services for enterprises in the
agricultural sector. Conduct separate seminars on the basic principles of logistics and
opportunities for logistics optimization in agriculture of agricultural enterprises in the
region. To inform about modern methods of management and control of logistic
processes with the use of computer technologies. Include in the list of services provided
audit of logistics systems of the enterprise and bring this information to farmers.

2. Encourage cooperation of agricultural enterprises in the region (district).
Especially important is the development of purchasing and marketing cooperation
between farmers. On the one hand, it is necessary to set plans for the Department of
Agricultural Development and Agriculture to control the establishment of cooperative
relations and the number of transactions. On the other hand, it is necessary to encourage
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agricultural enterprises that create such service centers, the functions of which will
include the delivery of equipment and spare parts, fertilizers, feed; storage of raw
materials and finished products; delivery of finished products to consumers, etc.

3. Create networks of modern logistics companies (possibly with the
participation of the state), which would take over the entire organization of logistics
processes for agricultural enterprises of Ukraine as a service.

4. Strengthen state support for the organization of processing of plant and
animal raw materials near agricultural enterprises and collective (farming) farms.

5. To increase control over the activities of all departments, in terms of logistics
optimization, by the heads of agricultural enterprises (Khmelnitskaya Z.B., Zolotukhin
S..Y, 2015, p.129).

Conclusions. Summarizing the results of the study, we can conclude that
logistics in the transportation of goods in the agricultural sector is essential to minimize
costs. The main problems that arise in transport logistics in the agricultural sector
depend to a greater extent on government problems that need to be addressed at the
highest level. The basis for solving these problems should be cooperation between the
Government of Ukraine and agricultural producers.
