W artykule dokonano analizy mieszanej (hybrydowej) formy edukacji jako
najnowszego sposobu $wiadczenia ustug edukacyjnych w placowkach edukacyjnych
spoteczenstwa ,cyfrowego”. Stwierdzono konieczno$¢ ksztattowania przez s$rodowiska
wychowawcze najnowszych metod zgodnie z cechami kompetencyjnymi eksperta. Mieszane
(hybrydowe) uczenie jako nowa metoda nie doczekalo si¢ ugruntowanej definicji przez
metodologdéw i wymaga doglebnych badan. Sformutowano uogoélniong definicje mieszanej formy
szkolenia jako symbiozy szkolenia online i offline w réznych konfiguracjach i proporcjach,
zdefiniowano jej gtéwne elementy. Rola hybrydowej formy edukacji w ramach przygotowan do
praktycznej dziatalnosci studentéw 1 tworzenia zdolnosci 1 umiejetnosci samodzielnej
dziatalnosci jest podkres§lona. Przeanalizowano mieszane modele uczenia si¢, przedstawiono
przyktady ich zastosowania w nauczaniu kursow historii $wiata, okre§lono mieszane modele
uczenia si¢ najbardziej dostosowane do wspotczesnego ukrainskiego szkolnictwa wyzszego.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the blended (hybrid) form of education as the newest
means of providing educational services in educational institutions of the "digital" society. The
need to form an educational environment of the latest techniques in accordance with
competencies qualities of a specialist is stated. Blended (hybrid) learning as a new method has
not received a well-established definition by methodological scientists and needs in-depth study.
The generalized definition of the blended form of studying as a symbiosis of online and offline
training in various configurations and proportions is formulated, its main components are
defined. The role of the hybrid form of education in preparation for practical activities of students
and formation of skills of independent activities is emphasized. Models of blended learning are
analyzed, examples of their application in the process of publishing world history courses are
presented, new adaptations to the modern Ukrainian higher school model of blended learning are
determined.

Formulation of the problem. Modern educational space, dependent on the
rapid processes of civilization, forms new requirements for graduates of both secondary
schools and universities. It is higher education institutions that face the need for changes
in the teaching system, in approaches to the use of the latest teaching methods that
would form the competencies of the individual, creating conditions for comprehensive
development of the individual and giving preference to those courses that not only lay a
certain amount of knowledge but also develop intellectual abilities, initiative,
adaptability and confidence used in practice. Today requires a person to apply practical
skills and ability to adequately solve complex problems, navigate in production and
educational situations, be prepared at a critical moment through the ability to find a
connection between the situation and acquired knowledge, to successful further
professional and social activities in various fields and personal development.

These processes make it vital to focus on new teaching methods and models of
training in higher education, which are based on the formation of competencies, so
approved competency-based state standards of primary and basic and complete general
secondary education (Kubenko 2010, 2-3; Lokshina 2019; Ovcharuk 2004, 30-31).
According to Olena Chasnikova's accurate description, "according to its basic
characteristics: universality, openness, compliance with the needs of space and time -
the competence approach allows human learning at all levels of education throughout
life", so the application of the competence approach has prospects not only in higher and
secondary education, but also in education "for life" (Chasnikova 2019). The
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competencies underlying the state standard can be realized through the introduction,
along with traditional forms of education, of new ones with the use of information and
computer technologies, including the so-called blended learning.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the essence and content of blended
learning, outline ways to implement blended learning in free economic education,
analysis and determination of the most optimal models adapted to the conditions of
higher education, and their application in teaching world history.

Analysis of basic research and publications. The analysis of research gives an
idea of different approaches to defining the concept of "blended learning" and its
implementation. The foundations of the study of the concept were carried out by
American researchers Heather Stacker and Michael Horn. The problem of defining the
essence of this concept, the use of blended learning in the education system devoted
their work K.L. Bugaychuk, O.V. Zelnova, A.C. Fomin and others. Researchers G.
Tkachuk, V. Kukharenko, O. Korotun, Y. Trius, I. Gerasimenko have developed the
theoretical basis for the use of blended learning in higher education.

V. Kukharenko considers blended learning as a purposeful process of acquiring
knowledge, skills and abilities in terms of integration of classroom and extracurricular
educational activities of subjects of educational process based on the use and
complementarity of traditional, electronic, distance and mobile learning technologies in
the presence of student self-control , place, routes and pace of study.

Heather Stacker and Michael Horn described blended learning as follows:
“Blended learning is the engine of personalized learning and competence-based
learning. Just as technology allows mass adaptation in so many areas to meet the diverse
needs of many people, online learning can allow students to learn anytime, anywhere, in
any way and at any pace ” (Horn, Stacker 2015, 40). Thus, to date we do not have a
well-established and generally accepted definition of the concept of "blended learning",
we trace the process of forming views on the main characteristics of the method, its
implementation and results.

Statement of the main problem. The usual classroom system in high school
and the lecture-seminar organization of education in the Free Economic Zone need
radical changes. In both secondary and higher schools, the organization and methods of
teaching do not meet the new social needs and competencies that shape the personal
qualities of students of the latest level, and therefore the challenge today is to find
appropriate methodological approaches, forms, teaching methods (Horn, Stacker 2015,
39). The problem is confirmed by the epidemiological situation in 2020, which prompts
its solution.

Traditional teaching methods (lecture-seminar forms of educational activities)
are not effective enough, do not fully correspond to the modern idea of the learner about
education and training. The exclusive use of only traditional methods causes a passive
attitude of students to training courses and learning in general, slows down the
acquisition of practical skills, the transition from the quality of knowledge to the quality
of activities that may be non-standard, not fully implemented. Thus, the urgent task of
modern education is to acquire general and special competencies of a specialist, increase
the interest of students in obtaining knowledge and teachers in providing them, and to
master practical skills - to acquire this knowledge independently. One of the important
factors in improving the system of professional training in higher education is the active
use in the educational process of new, effective teaching methods and technologies, in
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particular, e-learning, distance learning technologies and more. The combination of
models, forms and methods of teaching becomes relevant, blended learning acquires a
special role in this context.

Modern students, the young "digital generation", perceive the world through
communication, which gives them the awareness of fast information and, at the same
time, easy to use it, so it seems important to expand opportunities and methods of
involving information and communication technologies in the educational process. The
term "digital generation" was widely used by the American writer and researcher in the
field of education Mark Prensky in 2001 in his work "Digital Native, Digital
Immigrants" (literally "Digital aborigines, digital immigrants"). Mark Prensky's work
focuses on the reform of school education, his books cover tools (learning based on
digital games), pedagogy (teaching digital aborigines) (Prensky 2020). It was he who
used the term "digital generation" to describe a young, student society as emerging
today and not only skillfully using the latest technologies, but also expecting them to be
constantly available in all aspects of life. Today's students want to learn fast, efficiently
and mobile. One way to give them this opportunity is to introduce a blended learning
system (Blended Learning 2020).

Ukrainian journalist Hrystya Slobodyan gives an interesting and accurate
description of the "digital generation": They do not perceive dry lectures, information in
text form. They are not motivated by grades or the fact that "this subject is on the list of
required subjects". The new generation of children and adolescents want interactivity
and multitasking (to which they are accustomed in everyday communication), quick
information (and not from a single textbook, but many media sources), they love visual
images, short videos "in essence" (not long lyrics). "Digital aborigines" seek to learn
with others, share experiences, implement joint projects (instead, the traditional
approach mostly offered individual work). They appreciate things that can be
immediately tried in practice and much worse perceive the dry theory, detached from
modern life" (Slobodyan 2017). Therefore, for the new generation it is necessary to look
for new methods of providing knowledge, methods that would meet their needs.

Methodists' active search for new effective forms of learning that would target
the "digital generation" and those who would like to acquire new skills from among the
"digital aborigines" led to the idea of blended learning, which, according to its
developers, provides individuality, adaptability, interactivity and accessibility of
educational programs. The term "blended (hybrid) learning" became widespread in the
methodological literature after the publication in 2006 by Bonk and Graham of the book
"Handbook of blended learning" (Kukharenko 2016, 49), in which blended learning is
understood as "mixing" full-time and computer-assisted learning. 'forepa.

In the early twentieth century. researchers differentiated learning as follows: 1)
with the help of information and communication technologies (distance, electronic) and
2) traditional (learning according to the classroom model). Nowadays, Methodists talk
about the expediency of "mixing" theories, approaches and teaching methods. The use
of information and communication technologies in teaching has become so deeply
ingrained in the educational space that it is proposed to understand it as a "mixed model"
of best teaching practices and methods along with the use of modern technical teaching
aids. The concept itself appeared in the 1990s as a counterweight to online learning, but
it was not until the 2000s that it was explored and implemented.

Since the 2000s, the following definitions of "blended or hybrid learning" have
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been found in publications (Bugaychuk 2016, 2): 1) Blended learning combines live
learning and web technologies (for example, virtual class, self-study, collaborative
learning, streaming video, audio and text) to achieve the educational goal; 2) blended
learning combines different pedagogical approaches (eg, constructivism, behaviorism,
cognitivism) to obtain optimal results; 3) blended learning combines technical learning
tools and face-to-face learning under the guidance of a teacher; 4) blended learning
combines the learning process with the implementation of real professional tasks to
create a harmonious effect of learning and work (Bugaychuk 2016, 2). Yaroslav Sikor
defines the concept under study, which, in our opinion, is universal: “By blended
learning we mean a purposeful, organized, interactive process of interaction between
students and teachers, which didactically optimally combines the technologies of
traditional and online learning based on information and communication technologies
and focused on individual requests of students, regardless of their location in space and
time" (Sikora 2016). If we generalize, we get the following definition: "blended
learning" is an interactive process of interaction "student-teacher" and "student-student",
a combination of offline (ofline or in person, "on-site", onsit) and online learning
(online) in various proportions and configurations.

In the system of higher education of Ukraine, on the one hand, there is a
transition to modern educational models and technologies, and on the other, a
conservative approach to determining the content of education, there is a need to analyze
and model existing education systems, identify their features and shortcomings for
comparison and selection, as well as finding the most optimal ones. Blended learning is
a form that in some way will satisfy both the teacher and the student. We highlight the
following main components of blended learning.

First, blended learning does not reject "live communication”, in contrast to the
distance learning system, as noted by the vast majority of master's students at the
Faculty of History, Political Science and National Security of the university Lesia
Ukrainka (according to the questionnaire on October 6-8, 2020), provides for fragments
of educational material to learn offline with the teacher and fellow students in the form
of discussions, colloquia, conversations, etc. Secondly, blended learning involves the
processing of a significant part of the educational material independently in a convenient
format (place, time, tool) subject to detailed instruction of the teacher. Third, this form
of learning involves joint activities according to the formulas "teacher-student"
(individual work, personalization of learning) (Horn, Stacker 2015, 38) and "student-
student" or "student-teacher" (collective work), depending on specifics of the training
course or topic, etc. interactive group-group learning. Communication can be done both
offline and via the Internet. Fourth, blended learning requires clear assessment "rules"
that the teacher announces at the beginning of the course. Evaluation of each type of
student's activity and its adjustment depending on the trajectory of the student's
educational activity, expands his opportunities in overcoming the course and
individualizes learning. As one of the assessment options (current, control) from the
courses "History of Ancient Greece and Rome", "History of Europe", "Semantics of
Roman life" we use an automated computer testing system Open TEST (V - 2)
(Automated computer system) user testing Open TEST (V - 2)). Fifth, blended learning
requires additional materials and methodological support for independent work of
students, which includes both methodological materials (syllabuses, manuals, textbooks)
and Internet resources.
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As a result of a deeper analysis and consideration of learning practices, Heather
Stacker and Michael Horn came to a universal definition of blended learning: “Blended
learning is any formal educational program in which a student engages, at least in part,
in online learning with control. time, place, method and / or pace ” (Horn, Stacker 2015,
62). Since the modeling of the blended form of learning involves the formation of
offline and online part of the course depending on the specifics of the course, student
composition, form of learning, etc., there are many models of this form of learning
(Blended Learning 2020; Horn, Stacker 2015, 65-90). The most popular models are
Heather Stacker and Michael Horn, presented in the study "Blended Learning. Using
breakthrough innovations to improve school education” (San Francisco, 2015. 343 p.).

Stacker and Horn distinguish 4 models of blended learning: rotational, flexible,
self-blending, and in-depth virtual (Blended Learning 2020, Horn, Stacker 2015, 65-90).
We will pay attention to those models that have, in our view, the prospect of application
in free economic zones.

If the rotational model is used, students work within one or more training
courses, alternating online and offline parts according to a certain schedule or
instructions of the teacher. These parts can include work in small groups or an academic
group, group projects, individual work with a teacher and written assignments. The
rotational model contains four subspecies.

The first subspecies is "rotation by stations": pupils / students work in one or
more classrooms, separate "stations" pass according to a certain schedule, ie different
types of activity alternate: group work, work online, work on a project, etc. Stacker and
Horn note that during breaks, students can be divided into groups and moved to three
stations: 1) direct learning in small groups, the teacher with manuals and reference
books and works individually with individual students; 2) individual training with
individual students; 3) teacher-modeled self-study. Students use printed books or
audiobooks (Horn, Stacker 2015, 67). The advantage of this model is the ability to work
with "weaker" students, helping them to study the course, to minimize the cost of
equipment that is relevant to today's education, as students work on a computer or tablet
in turn. According to the pedagogical experience of the author of the article, work in
small groups with the teacher gives an in-depth understanding of the subject,
individualizes learning.

The model of "rotation by stations" in a transformed form can be used, in our
opinion, in working with junior high school students. For example, when studying the
discipline "History of Ancient Greece and Rome" on the topic "Ancient Greece in the
XI-IX centuries. B.C. (according to the Homeric epic) “students were given the task: on
the basis of textual analysis of poems to characterize the Greek economy, social and
political system of Greece in the XI-IX centuries. B.C. The author of the article divides
the academic group into "small" subgroups with a separate task, after 20 minutes.
subgroups change the task, thus formulating a collective (group) characteristics of a
particular direction of development of Greek society. The result is a collective
discussion and independent conclusions.

The “laboratory rotation” model is similar to the previous one, but in using this
option, students do not move within the classroom, but within the educational institution
(Blended Learning 2020; Horn, Stacker 2015, 68-70). One of the "stations" is work in a
separate room - laboratory / computer class. The advantage of this model is the ability of
the teacher to provide instructions / assistance to the whole group at once. If a certain
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group of students encounters difficulties, the teacher can work with them separately.
This model has the most in common with the traditional model of learning (teacher /
teacher works simultaneously with the whole class / group). We believe that this version
of blended learning can also be used in free economic education, as it involves
collaboration between student and teacher, student and student (Kukharenko 2016, 55).

Thus, Associate Professor V. Prokopchuk used the model of "laboratory
rotation" in teaching the course "Methods of teaching history" (Lesya Ukrainka
University, Faculty of History, Political Science and National Security), when part of
the academic group worked in a computer class, the rest in the classroom under the
guidance of a teacher. After a certain time, the subgroups changed their place of work
and type of activity. The model of "laboratory rotation" is used by the author of the
article in ancient history courses, proposing the transition of students from the classroom
for practical classes to a computer class, where students can test their knowledge with
computer testing, and the teacher can assess their preparation and take into account gaps.
during the following classes (Automated computer testing system Open TEST (V 2)).

"Inverted classroom" (flip teaching, flipped lesson, or flipped classroom), in our
opinion, is the model that embodies the form of blended learning in ZVO. Stacker and
Horn describe the model as follows: “This model is so named because it completely
“inverts” a typical class / audience function. In the “inverted” classroom, students
engage online independently of each other, at home or at school, doing homework”
(Horn, Stacker 2015, 70). Cynthia Braim notes: “Inverted classroom” implies that most
tasks related to lower levels of cognitive activity (acquisition of knowledge and
understanding) are performed by students outside the classroom, while the audience
focuses on higher forms of mental work (application, analysis, assessment and
creativity), working with classmates and the teacher. The term "inverted class" defines a
model that, to some extent, opposes the traditional model" (Brahm 2020). Under this
model, students change the online part to the offline part in the classroom at time
intervals. Outside the classroom, students get acquainted with new factual material,
master the theory, using literature, Internet resources, watching online lectures given by
the teacher. Instead, the focus in the classroom shifts to the practical part of learning
(synthesis, analysis, problem solving, etc.), practical tasks are performed, projects are
prepared, so time spent in the classroom becomes a time of active learning that is more
effective than passive “listening» (Horn, Stacker 2015, 72). The experience of
performing practical tasks in the classroom on the basis of mastering the theory of
online opens up opportunities for independent formation of the necessary professional
competencies, skills and abilities required in practice. If the lecture is not reviewed or
understood, the practical exercises will help to show gaps in knowledge and better
explain the material. The advantage of this model is that the school does not have to
purchase additional equipment, because students use it at home. In addition, the teacher
can independently prepare educational videos for students, however, students not only
use these presentations, but can prepare them independently or adjust already provided
by the teacher, which is the process of developing skills of independent work
(Luchinskaya 2015, 6-7).

A similar technology is also used, the so-called "Inverted" class (Maureen Lage,
Glenn Platt and Michael Trail) (Brahm 2020), in which the teacher offers students a
selection of materials, lectures, videos, presentations on the selected topic. Students fill
out special workbooks, the teacher checks them with a predetermined frequency, but
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choosing works to check at random. The teacher identifies the problem and the grading
system, and the students work in small groups and discuss ways to solve the problems
identified by the teacher. Thus, in this learning situation, students were more
independent in finding a solution to the problem and motivated to learn than in using
traditional methods.

In classes with students, the possibilities of the method of "inverted" class are
very wide. For example, in the study of the topic "The position of women in ancient
society" (discipline "Individual and society in antiquity", master's degree) students were
asked to analyze ancient works, scientific publications, excerpts from the feature film
"Rome", based on which to prepare an essay (3-4 pages). During the seminar, students
got acquainted with the work of colleagues and, moderated by the teacher, held a
discussion on this issue (determined the scope of rights and freedoms of the ancient
Roman woman, identified special features of women in the republic and empire, etc.).
Thus, not only the class but also the role of the teacher in it turned out to be "upside
down", because the teacher performed the role of a mentor rather than a lecturer.
Students became more active and applied the already acquired knowledge in practice,
and were not in the role of passive listeners / non-listeners.

Thus, the model of the "inverted" class, adapted to the conditions of free
economic zone, may be the latest learning technology that will enter the university
audience as the dominant, thus replacing the traditional. The model provides
opportunities for multiple use of methodical and educational materials, effective use of
time (at the student's choice), allows to organize the studied material, creates a model of
learning for students of different levels of knowledge, provides opportunities for
interactive communication. The model deepens the possibilities of interactive
cooperation on the principle of "student-teacher", "student-student" (Blended Learning
2015).

In high school can find application and "flexible" model of blended learning,
when the student gets the opportunity to individual trajectory of mastering the discipline
depending on their individual needs. In this case, the student mostly studies online and
receives advice from the teacher. In the school space, such a "flexible" model, for
example, in the United States was introduced for those students who lagged behind in
school or left school (Horn, Stacker 2015, 72). In Ukrainian free economic zones, the
“flexible” model of blended learning can be used as a successful alternative to distance
or external form, as well as as a form of inclusive education.

Conclusion. Today, educational institutions need to modernize the educational
process aimed at training competitive professionals, ready for independent decision-
making and practical activities, this is a form of blended learning. Analysis of
characteristics and models of blended learning showed: the method allows to use both
traditional methods and the latest information and communication technologies,
increases the efficiency and effectiveness of learning, forms skills and abilities of
independent acquisition of knowledge, promotes individualization of students,
encourages students to research, motivates students to study, increases the level of
technologicalization of education. At the same time, the method of blended learning
requires from the teacher of the educational institution ICT skills, preparation of
methodological support of training courses, introduction of a non-classroom system of
knowledge assessment, etc., and from ZVO - strategies for development and
implementation of such methods in the educational process.
