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Abstract. In the article, based on the textual interpretation of fragments and conceptual analysis of the semantics
of modern Amerindian prose texts, in which the narrator ornamentally tells about the life, culture, worldview, ethnorealities
and attitudes of modern Americans with Indian roots, we found ethnoconcepts: NATURE, BALANCE, EQUILIBRIUM,
MEMORY, as well as verbal means of their actualization.

In this paper, ethnocultural concepts are functionally considered as forms of actualization of modern Americans to
the realities of ethnocultural value, as well as their conceptual dominants, which are based on values, as well as material or
spiritual embodiment of objects of ethnocultural values. In the process of their analysis we use the method of reconstruction
of the influence of the surrounding reality (cultural, geographical, existential) on their formation. Ethnocultural concepts
have a symbolic nature and are manifested in the field of semantic value orientations.
