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Adnotacja. Artykul uzasadnia pojgcie potencjatu metakognitycznego jako zestawu zdolnosci rozwijajacych si¢ w
ontogenezie oraz umieje¢tnosci nabytych podczas nauki, ktore sa aktualizowane pod pewnyml warunkami i zapewniaja
osobie mozliwo$¢ dostosowania si¢ do wlasnych procesow poznawczych. Ustalono, ze gtdéwna forma jego manifestacji
jest aktywno$¢ metapoznawcza, przez ktora rozumie si¢ celowa dobrowolna aktywnos'é umystowa osoby, ktorej istota
jest kontrolowanie percepcji, zachowania, przetwarzania i reprodukcji informacji. Jej elementy strukturalne obejmuja:
motywacyjno-emocjonalne, refleksyjno-oceniajace, wolicjonalne, operacyjne i informacyjne. W celu okreslenia cech
aktywnosci metapoznawczej u osob o réznym poziomie potencjalu metapoznawczego przeprowadzono badanie z
wykorzystaniem ,,Kompleksowego kwestionariusza potencjalu metapoznawczego” i ,,Metodologii diagnostycznej
aktywnosci metapoznawcze]”. Badanie empiryczne wykazato, ze znaczna cz¢$¢ badanych o wysokim poziomem potencjatu
metapoznawczego ma sredni poziom aktywnos$ci metapoznawczej, to znaczy ich potencjatu metakognitywnego nie mozna
uzna¢ za w pelni wykonalny. Na podstawie uzyskanych danych mozna stwierdzi¢, ze konieczne jest zidentyfikowanie
czynnikdw przyczyniajacych si¢ do aktualizacji potencjatu metapoznawczego.

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Abstract. The article substantiate the concept of a metacognitive potential as a set of abilities that develop during
ontogenesis and skills acquired during training, which are actualized under certain conditions and provide a person
with the ability to regulate their own cognitive processes. It was determined that the main form of its manifestation
is metacognitive activity, which is understood as the purposeful voluntary mental activity of a person, the essence
of which is the management of perception, storage, processing and reproduction of information. Its structural components
include the following: motivational-emotional, reflexive-evaluative, volitional, operational and informational. In order
to determine the features of metacognitive activity in persons with different levels of metacognitive potential, a study
was conducted using the “Comprehensive Questionnaire of Metacognitive Potential” and “Method for Diagnosing
Metacognitive Activity”. As a result of empirical research, it was established that a significant proportion of subjects
with a high level of metacognitive potential have an average level of metacognitive activity, that is, their potential cannot
be considered fully realized. Based on the obtained data, it is possible to conclude about the need to identify factors that
contribute to the actualization of metacognitive potential.
