Ujawnia si¢ rola i warto$¢ metodologiczna wprowadzenia miedzynarodowej
technologii pedagogicznej ,,Sciany, ktore przemawiaja” jako takiej, ktora zabezpiecza
dziecku mozliwo$¢ bycia pelnoprawnym gospodarzem jego osobistej przestrzeni.
Zidentyfikowano czynniki, ktore przyczyniaja si¢ do tworzenia przestrzeni edukacyjne;j i
srodowiska w przedszkolu. Zaproponowana technologia jest aktualng dla modernizacji
przestrzeni edukacyjnej Ukrainy.

Udowodniono, ze gléwne cechy $rodowiska edukacyjnego nowoczesnego
zakladu edukacji przedszkolnej to: bezpieczenstwo, wielofunkcyjnos¢, wygoda,
otwartos$¢, roznorodnosé, kreatywnosé, technologicznos¢, orientacja kulturowa.

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Abstract. The article reveals the need for timely transformation and enrichment
of the educational space and environment in which pupils of a preschool education
institution are.

In particular, opportunities for engaging in TalkingWalls preschool education as
a multimedia resource for children, educators, and parents are disclosed. The role and
methodological value of the introduction of the international pedagogical technology
“Walls that speak™ as such, which provides the child with the opportunity to be a full
master of his personal space, is revealed. The factors that contribute to the creation of
educational space and environment in kindergarten are highlighted. The proposed
technology is relevant for the modernization of the educational space of Ukraine.

It is proved that the main characteristics of the educational environment of a
modern preschool education institution are: safety, multifunctionality, convenience,
openness, variability, creativity, adaptability, cultural orientation.

It is expedient to educate and develop preschoolers in such a space of
educational environment, which includes the material and technical support of the
educational process, the professionalism of teachers, the formation of partnership
relations between adults and children.

Introduction (problem statement). Ukraine's accession to the European and
world educational space requires reforming education in the context of its relevance to
contemporary needs.

Preschool education is the first educational unit on which the level of education
and upbringing of the future generation depends. Therefore, we believe that the actual
scientific task of today is to outline the main aspects of modernization of the educational
environment of pre-school institutions in accordance with the needs of society.

Today, the educational environment of a pre-school education institution is viewed
as a multi-faceted, functional field system that is in constant development and in need of
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coordination and modernization. The basis of the educational environment is a complex of
psychological-pedagogical, logistical, sanitary-hygienic, economic, aesthetic conditions, etc.
They promote the health of the pupils, ensure the effectiveness of the educational process
and the organic inclusion of children in the social relations system. Development, training,
and upbringing of preschool children should take place in an atmosphere of security,
psychological comfort, and empowerment of each child's individual educational needs.

A full-fledged childhood is a personal territory, a place filled with love,
understanding of age, soul and aspirations of every baby. The task of each teacher is to
create such conditions that ensure the harmonious development of all activities of the
preschooler, taking into account both the age of the child and its opportunities, for
creative comfortable interaction of children with each other, with teachers and parents.
Children should be given the opportunity to independently model the subject-spatial
plane of the group's educational environment and to freely choose the type of activity.

It is important for the teacher to stimulate cognitive activity while supporting
children's interest; provide materials for games, experimentation, work, artistic and
creative activities, offering new areas of employment; use different methods and means
of activating the activity, providing creative development of the individual.

The implementation of the above will facilitate the creation in groups, bedrooms,
locker rooms, halls, offices and other rooms of dynamic modules, cells for independent
study of children, as well as the introduction into practice of pre-schools education of
international technology "Walls that speak™ (original name "TalkingWalls"). Its essence is
that the child, having received the necessary information, has the right to choose to plan its
activities, to use the information resource constructively, with benefit and pleasure.

One of the basic conditions for creating an educational space is the reliance on a
personally-oriented model of interaction between adults and children. This means that:
"The teacher is not near, not above, but with the children, at the level of their eyes." The
environment should also be dynamic and change depending on the age, individual
characteristics of the children, the time of year, the topics being studied, the type of
employment. It should provide for the creation of specific centers, depending on the
comprehensive program of development, education and upbringing of children. Under
these conditions, children will be able to engage in different types of activities at their
own will and interests.

Since the educational space is an integrated category that covers all spheres and
aspects of the preschooler's life, the task of the teacher is to create optimal conditions for
his personal growth. Safety, comfort, novelty and development are the main components
on which the educational space is built.

Conditions that do not cause harm to health, taking into account the peculiarities
of age, psychology, physiology and hygiene should be considered safe. As the baby's
body develops gradually, so the environment must "evolve™ gradually.

Comfortable are the conditions that satisfy the first practical actions of the baby,
stimulate his needs for movement, in the work of analyzers. The child should have free
access to the materials that create the educational space.

Novelty is provided by variable, original, creative, unexplored conditions.

Developing should be considered conditions that nourish the natural forces of
the child, contribute to the realization of their potential opportunities, enrich practical
skills, improve them, provide awareness, culture, strength; positively influence the
development of personal experience, form realistic images of the world, an elementary
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system of moral and spiritual values, useful for harmonious development, based on
knowledge of age and individual capabilities of students.

Therefore, the main task of every teacher is to create such conditions that ensure
the full development of all activities of the preschooler, taking into account both the age
of the child and its opportunities, for creative comfortable interaction of children with
each other, with teachers and parents.

Modern children should be given the opportunity to independently model the
object-spatial plane in the educational environment of the group, freely choose the type
of activity, determine the degree of their own participation in it, ways of its
implementation. After all, real development occurs not so much in the process of
purposeful formation of knowledge, skills and skills in organized activities, but in the
process of real interaction with the unpredictable diversity of educational space in the
institution of pre-school education and in the surrounding world.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Ukrainian futurist VVolodymyr
Nikitin states: "To create schools (or other educational institutions) is pointless - it is
necessary to create educational spaces where the child will be able to go through both art
and experiment and research."

The Speaking Walls technology is not entirely new and unfamiliar to Ukrainian
colleagues, but it provides a new perspective on the educational space, in a timely manner
to transform it into the needs of children's perception and psychophysiological
development. The technology is widespread in many other countries in Europe, it is
actively used not only and not so much by educators, therefore, we outline the most
attractive and rational qualities of this technology for preschool education in Ukraine
(Krutiy Kateryna. 2019).

Where did the name of the technology actually come from? To be precise, it is
from the distant history of mankind: for the first time, a person gave the stone a voice
and mediator when transmitting information more than 39,000 years ago, making the
first rock drawings that described the rules of good hunting, the peculiarities of animals
in the area, travel, etc.

The author of the well-illustrated children's book Talking Walls by Margie
Burns Knight (illustrator - Anne Sibley O'Brien) recounts that beautifully painted
horses, bison and antelopes were discovered in France's Lascaux Cave in 1940.

It is known that wall painting, for example, in the cave in question, dates back
more than seventeen thousand years. Animals for special hunting and religious
ceremonies were painted on the walls of the caves. It was the adventures of the children
in this book that inspired the followers to use the idea of the plot in music as well as in
film, graffiti, interior design and more.

Since the release of the popular book, TalkingWalls® has been created - a
multimedia resource for children, educators, adults, people with disabilities and history
organizations. The resource is intended to increase the interest and attractiveness, in
particular, of heritage sites covering educational, cultural, artistic, social and historical
aspects. Yes, the resource meets many requirements and covers such sections of
educational programs as natural sciences, technology, reading and writing, engineering,
art, design, math TalkingWalls® is a popular international resource where ideas can be
found for every taste and implementation for any purpose (Krutiy Kateryna. 2019).

In Ukraine, Professor Kateryna Kruty is engaged in the study of this technology.
According to her observations in the modern institution of preschool education "The Wall
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that Speaks" can have several informational directions - daily, weekly, variable exposures,
etc. One part of the wall can be dedicated to events that are distant in time and can be
arranged in advance. Another part of the wall may be called "Growth Perspectives" for the
child, the parents, the caregivers. Growth is the amount of information that can be shared
by any participant in the educational process. The next part of Talking Walls fills in on the
day when an educational event occurs, for example, after a lesson, pinning tasks appear:
coloring books, interesting puzzles, books, encyclopedias, mnemotables, card schemes,
and more. Part of the touch wall in a group room can be made prefabricated. The
information field can be both classical and figuratively associative.

The activity of preschoolers is organized in this way, it will help to form an
awareness of the goal and the ability to set goals, to consciously choose the ways to
achieve them. Only in different types of activity can the child transition from the
reproductive level to the creative one.

Approaches to implementing technology for preschoolers should be considered
separately. As you know, a person defines himself in space, responding, first of all, to a
complex of audiovisual stimuli. According to K. Kudryavtseva and T. Volkova,
children, being in an unfamiliar or unfamiliar environment, are examined, separating the
signals that will later be decisive for patterns of behavior and reactions (Kudryavtseva
Elena, Volkova Tat'yana., 2013).

Images used in the space of a preschool education institution can even be works
of art with their own laws of functioning and their functional load (advertising, agitation
and training), and with a correspondingly heightened emotional component that appeals
directly to the viewer, especially his psychophysiological ones.

Several principles of image selection (posters, drawings, paintings, photos, ads,
etc.) can be formulated for the design of "talking walls" (adapted material by K.
Kudryavtseva) (Kudryavtseva Elena, Volkova Tat'vana., 2013):

« conformity of age-specific features of perception and experience of perception
of visual media (content of the whole - analysis and interpretation; number, sizes,
brightness of components);

« the presence of a national / cultural component in the image that attracts
attention / curiosity and accessible to children; interesting to talk about with educators /
parents (both children and adults can initiate such conversation);

« multilevelness of the image, both on a substantive level and on an emotional one;

« the presence of text on the image is not a mandatory component;

* the image must be accessible to the target group as an item of equipment
(Krutiy Kateryna, 2006).

If the images comply with these principles, then they can be used on the walls to
develop observational, logical thinking of preschoolers. You should also heed the
designer's advice on posting on the walls photos, paintings, drawings, posters or panels.
Visuality is intended to provide an equivalent representation of information that is not
accessible to sensory perception through temporal distances, abstractions, subtleties, etc.

Above all, it should be remembered that the wall should be a background that
complements the image, not a competing décor. If you are creating a composition of
different sized objects, smaller images should be equivalent in size to large (several
small images + one large). For harmonious perception, the size of the composition
should be about one third of the size of the background. It should be added that
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symmetrical compositions always look unbroken in the interior of a kindergarten group,
and asymmetry gives an emotional impression.

However, for a full-fledged development of a preschooler, there is also a need
for a place in which he has a personal space (a separate room, a toy corner, a bookshelf,
etc.). Therefore, it is important to remember the term "personal space”. By personal
space we mean specially modeled conditions that provide various options for choosing
the path of development and maturation of the individual. It is considered as one of the
factors of education. It is this space that enables the child to become aware of his or her
own capabilities, to take initiative and to fully realize himself.

Personal space, according to M.V. Osorina has a complex coordinate system,
which the baby learns from the beginning of early childhood, especially at the
subconscious level (Osoryna Maryya 2000). If the personal space in which the child
lives does not satisfy her age needs, she feels severe discomfort, therefore, grows
emotionally and physically immature, incapable of intimate-personal relations with the
environment, etc. (Osoryna Maryya 2000).

Therefore, the perception of personal space requires an adult to rethink not only
the substantive characteristics of the conditions of socialization of the child, but also the
forms and methods in which it is carried out. A prerequisite is to take into account the
developmental and pre-school needs of the child.

The purpose of our study is to attract the attention of pre-school teachers to
innovative international technology, "Speaking Walls", to rethink the essence and
meaningful content of the educational environment of a preschool education institution.

Today, many modern technologies are being actively introduced into the
practice of pre-school education institutions in Ukraine. One of them is the international
technology "Talking Walls" (originally called "Talking Walls™). It provides the child
with the opportunity to be the master of his own personal space. This technology is a
system of visualization of knowledge and the process of immersion of preschoolers and
adults in the educational environment of the institution of preschool education.

Why the wall? In modern conditions, kindergartens are moving to new standards
of design, fewer and fewer stands that do not touch, do not carry up-to-date information.
Priority is given to mobile stands, exhibitions and more. Therefore, one wall, unlike any
other, can attract attention without disturbing the inner harmony of the space of the
preschool education institution, without causing disharmony, but performing a
developmental function.

How to make the walls really "talk"? It is best if it is a large wall on the ground
floor. If all participants in the process are involved, the specific nature of the
kindergarten involves the use of “Talking Walls”, most often in one or two inpatient
settings, where children and adults are most often present (announcements,
informations, awards, etc.).

When designing the wall for adults, it should be noted that the image should be
placed on a contrasting background and clearly visible at a distance of one to two meters.
The text should be printed on the printer, either in plain (unadorned) block letters or in
typeface. It is desirable that the handwriting, fonts, and possibly the size of the letters are
different. You should strive to ensure that the exposition is not monotonous, too neatly
"combed", it is preferable that it reminiscent of the inscriptions on the walls that children
like to read and subsequently enjoy reading. If the financial resources of a preschool
institution allow you to repaint the wall on a monthly basis, you can write directly on the
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wall. More simple, economical and non-destructive for walls - kill a few nails or attach
small hooks that can be made of plain paper posters, boxes, balls or frames with flowers,
letters with text, or even use a tile on the ceiling to which it is possible to paste the sheets
and then replace them as needed (the effect of the talking ceiling).

Such a "wall" can be mobile within the kindergarten, that is, to "travel" the
buildings. So, we looked at the use of "Speaking Walls" technology, aimed more at adult
learners. To use the proposed technology in working with preschoolers need to take into
account certain features. The modern productive pedagogical technology of organizing
and carrying out significant educational events in the life of the preschool team and the
individual is the technology of the event approach. This idea was borrowed from the
pedagogical system of AS Makarenko, who noted that bright and exciting events that
evoke a positive emotional response in the minds of children of all ages are of great
importance in life. The essence of the educational event lies in the fact that special
conditions for children's action are organized, the experience gained, meaningful and
conscious, becomes a means to achieve a new, already higher, goal. Note that any of the
educational participants is really a participant, not a spectator: everyone has their own
meanings, their activities, their experiences - but the field of choice is such that in the
choice of limited (content and time) resources the child must have unlimited resources
opportunities.

Building an educational process on a step-by-step basis will make the life of
children in kindergarten more interesting and the educational process more motivated.

The basis of realization of educational event for all participants of educational
process are the following approaches:

* a vibrant event in social life or a holiday (Heavenly Hundred Heroes Day,
World War Il Nazism Victory Day, etc.);

» events that shape a child's sense of civility (Independence Day);

* Traditional family, community and state holiday events (New Year, Mother's
Day).

Key features of a powerful educational environment:

- when it is difficult and when there is a challenge;

- when a complex problem is to be solved, preferably a real one;

- when you clearly understand why, you learn and how to apply it;

- when there is teamwork and you interact (the environment is stimulating);

- when there is flexibility and the right to make mistakes;

- when there is an environment basis for all activities of the child;

- when there is freedom of choice of activity and transition from one to another;

- when there is a motivation for freedom and creativity from both the adult and
the child.

It is important that the environment becomes developmental. Accordingly, the
conditions should also nourish the natural forces of the child, facilitate the realization of
their potential opportunities, enrich practical skills, improve and provide awareness,
culture, organization; to positively influence the development of personal experience, to
form realistic images of the world, an elementary system of moral and spiritual values,
useful for harmonious development, based on the knowledge of age and individual
abilities of the pupils. Not only peers, parents, workers, but also the floor, walls, ceiling,
etc. can speak to preschoolers. The internal background of such a model of the
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educational space is the use of traditional approaches in its arrangement and the modern
innovative technologies adapted to the preschool age.

In today's complex educational programs, the organization of the subject-
development environment does not provide for a rigidly fixed set and number of cells of
activity. The selection of cells and their names may vary depending on the specific
situation in the preschool institution, in the group and jointly determined by a "team" of
children and educators.

The main requirements for the equipment of game cells:

« all toys, materials, attributes, substitutes are combined according to functional
characteristics in accordance with different types of children's play activities (plot -
reflective, construction, motor, etc.);

» most didactic materials, toys and pictures should be functional in the field, ie
differently used depending on the purpose of the activity;

* All toys, irrespective of their classification, are grouped so that they
correspond to the size of each other, the height of the children and the stationary subject
environment in which the children usually play;

 the environment should contain both known child components and new,
unfamiliar ones that ensure its cognitive development;

* When completing the equipment in the cell, the caregiver should adhere to the
principle of gradual complication, that is, to bring in the group new toys and games
according to the requirements of the program and the knowledge that children acquire in
the classroom;

* every new toy should be beaten and made a surprise for children;

* the level of informativeness of the environment is reached by a variety of
topics (from cooking for a doll to its treatment, etc.);

« the game-play environment must be dynamic and mobile so that children learn
to actively use it and to give them freedom of action;

» All equipment must be constantly updated, modified and easily transferred
from one cell to another.

Alternatively, each cell may have a different color: the bright colors - the game
cell - indicate that you can make a noise here. Muted, pastel tones - mathematical and
book focuses - suggest calm behavior. For the sake of comfort, such cells shall not be
adjacent to each other. You can even offer conditional cell keys. Depending on the
number of children who can be in the cell at the same time, they are made together with
children "keys" with holes (ropes) that hang on the flower next to the cell. The child
takes the key and is in the center of the activity. The absence of keys on the nail
indicates that while there are enough children in the cell, therefore, it is necessary to find
another job.

Group rooms should be furnished according to children's height, and all toys and
supplies must be certified. Taking into account the area of group rooms, the needs and
interests of children, their preferences, the caregiver himself determines the number of
cells (centers, corners), their placement and equipment.

Conclusions of the study and prospects for further exploration in this direction.

Innovations are so firmly integrated into the theory and practice of pre-school
education that it is impossible to imagine the work of a modern institution without
certain pedagogical technologies. Today, it is important to realize that designing an
educational space in Ukraine, where governance is seen as a process of creating an
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environment adequate to change society, is one of the main tasks of pre-school teachers.
The educational process is impossible without innovative updating, attraction of new
technologies, their approbation and adaptation to modern requirements of new content.

Joint organization of individual and group partnerships with children is a
synthesis of organized learning and self-regulated learning (in the broadest sense), in
which information freely received from various sources acquires the status of subjective
(personal) knowledge.

Every day spent in kindergarten for a child is associated with certain feelings,
experiences and different activities. "Talking walls" are the walls through which
preschoolers communicate with one another, share information, share knowledge, the
walls seem to motivate children, and sometimes to encourage research, experimentation
and the search for new information. Not all children will be involved in the activity at
once, but they will inevitably turn to it later.

In the long run, a solution will be successful that will allow the use of a limited
kindergarten space on a compounding principle. The placement of cells (environments)
should be carefully considered, and equipped so that materials that stimulate the
development of cognitive abilities, are located in different functional spaces. For example,
part of a group room may have a suitable place for placement of some materials from
sensory, mathematics, diploma, as well as didactic materials - lotto games, mosaics,
puzzles, lego constructors, dominoes, filmstrips, research equipment and more.

It comes to a very simple conclusion: no special educational efforts (measures)
are needed, it is necessary to create an appropriate environment for interaction of all
participants of the educational process, an appropriate moral and psychological
atmosphere in the team, a valuable field for children to become active creators of
themselves. Therefore, scientists have rightly called the environment in which children
develop, the third caregiver.

To create a developmental living space in a preschool educational institution
means to provide a set of conditions, an atmosphere that is most conducive to the
progressive development of the preschooler's consciousness and behavior.
