Stwierdzono, ze szczeg6lny nacisk kladzie
si¢ na ochrong praw niepetnoletnich, a takze na sprawy dotyczace przemocy i integralnosci osob przebywajacych w areszcie.

Ustalono, ze zgodnie z artykutem 2 Europejskiej Konwencji Praw Cztowieka (prawo do zycia), integralno$¢
osobowosci zostala wymieniona w odniesieniu do 0sob chorych psychicznie, przymusowego leczenia, a takze praw
reprodukcyjnych cztowieka. Ustalono, ze Sad skupia si¢ na sprawach dotyczacych aborcji, procedur sterylizacyjnych
0sob ludnosci romskiej, a takze osob transpiciowych.

Przeanalizowano cechy ochrony integralnosci osobowosci w ramach prawa do poszanowania zycia prywatnego i
rodzinnego, w tym prawa do poszanowania domu.

Zbadano, ze chociaz Europejski Trybunat Praw Cztowieka chroni fizyczna, moralna, psychiczng i cielesng integralnosc
osobowosci, nie przytacza jednak zadnej interpretacji tresci tych pojec i ich relacji.

INTEGRITY OF A PERSON IN EUROPEAN COURT OF HUMAN RIGHTS CASE LAW
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Abstract. The article examines the case law of the European Court of Human Rights on the integrity of a person.

It has been studied that personal integrity begins to appear in the decisions of the Strasbourg court in the late 80’s as
a value protected by the prohibition of torture and other inhuman or degrading treatment. It is noted that special attention
is paid to the protection of the rights of minors, as well as cases of violence and the integrity of detainees.

It is determined that under Article 2 of the European Convention on Human Rights (right to life), the integrity
of the individual was mentioned in cases of the mentally ill, involuntary medical treatment, and reproductive rights. It
is established that the Court focuses on cases of abortion, sterilization procedures of the Roma population, as well as
transgender people.
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Features of protection of integrity of the person within the limits of the right to respect for private and family life,
including, and the right to respect for home are analyzed.

It has been investigated that, although the European Court of Human Rights protects the physical, moral, mental
and bodily integrity of the individual, it does not provide any interpretation of the meaning of these concepts and their
conection.
