The influence of historical memory on the formation of
the nation's consciousness and the stability of historical stereotypes in the Ukrainian and Polish
societies is observed. The evolution of memory discourse in modern Ukrainian-Polish relations is
researched.

Formulating the purpose and objectives of the article. The purpose of the article is to
trace memorable discourse in the modern Ukrainian-Polish dialogue, to identify the most difficult
problems that require mutual harmonization. Among the tasks presented by the author are: the
definition of the most stable historical stereotypes in the Ukrainian and Polish societies, which
influence the interethnic relations.

Presentation of the main material and the substantiation of the results of the study.
The relations between the two neighboring states of Ukraine and Poland, in fact, as well as the
mutual relations of the two peoples, have a long history of formation and development. Since the
birth of statehood, Ukraine and the Republic of Poland are constantly in the process of establishing
mutually interstate relations, which, due to various historical events and factors, have not always
been marked by stability and good-neighborliness. However, it is safe to assert that under any
circumstances neither the Ukrainian nor the Polish nation developed without mutual influence,
separated or separately. Two neighboring nations are closely linked to the centuries-old history of
the neighborhood, which reminds itself through the centuries with a loud echo.

Problems of Ukrainian-Polish relations in various periods of history are devoted to many
scholarly works, studios, numerous conferences, round tables, meetings of politicians, discourses
in the circles of scholars, discussions in mass media, which in turn significantly affects ordinary
Ukrainians and Poles , for whom interethnic relations and reconciliations have long come out of the
abstract plane. And this is no accident, because the Republic of Poland is the closest neighbor of
Ukraine, with which it combines, in addition to the common history, the proximity of languages and
the affinity of cultures, in the end, mental intimacy. It's no secret that the common pages of history
and not always the best interethnic relations quite often become the cornerstone of Ukrainian-
Polish relations.

Analysis of historical facts convincingly suggests that relations between the two nations
began to be formed long before the state formations, and in later periods, it was human
interpersonal relationships that served as the main foundation for building interstate relations. As
an example, we can conclude dynastic marriages, residing in the border areas and solving
common problems related to the defense of our native lands, and so on.

Ukraine and Poland are associated with a nearly 700-year common past, during which both
peoples experienced both periods of good-neighborliness and many misunderstandings, open
hostility, conflicts. For a long time, both peoples were part of the same states: the First and Second
Republic of the Commonwealth, the Austro-Hungarian Empire and the Russian Empire. Ukrainians
and Poles were subjected to violent interethnic confrontation during the Second World War,
experienced the construction of socialism, the complexities of totalitarianism, the crisis of the
collapse of the communist system, the search for a new model of post-socialist development.

All these combined together in certain historical periods united and at the same time
dissociated Ukrainians and Poles. The common historical heritage, each with its own national
historical memory, has generated many socio-historical stereotypes and myths that have
influenced rather powerful influence and continue to influence bilateral relations to this day. Of
course, during the period of historical coexistence of Ukrainians and Poles, everything could not be
calm and non-conflict, the so-called "cornerstone" of bilateral relations, led to many
misunderstandings and even armed conflicts. Therefore, the purpose of this section is to review
problematic pages of common history, without which it is impossible to understand the origins of
complex issues and contradictions between the two nations, and therefore it is impossible to speak
about the harmonization of the interpretation of common history pages and, as a consequence, the
reconciliation of the two nations. Historical memory - individual and collective - is the result of the
interaction of personality and social environment. Without this interaction there is no historical
memory. Thus, historical memory is a kind of identification with a particular culture [3].

In the postcommunist countries of the CEE, including in the Republic of Poland and
Ukraine, discourse on historical memory is extremely relevant, which makes it a factor that directly
affects the lives of societies and, to a large extent, determines the nature of political processes.
System transformations in recent decades radically changed the emphasis on approaches to
understanding and studying the historical past in countries that were closely linked to the common
communist past. In the same way, in the novels of the newly-arrived Poland and Ukraine, issues of
studying the common history of states and nations, formation of collective collective memory and
the construction of new schemes of national identity became especially relevant.
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It should be admitted that at the time of the rise of independent Poland and Ukraine, the
level of patriotism was rather low. Historical memorable places that would have become the
foundation for the formation of a new identity or national community, or were silenced, or even
unknown at all. Such, in fact, the absence of national collective memory - is connected with the
Soviet stage of historical development. Therefore, it is logical that in the national environment, both
Ukrainians and Poles developed a strong, sometimes even hypertrophied, desire to answer many
of the complex issues of the past, largely common to Ukrainians and Poles.

The role of individuals, representatives of two nations, is either an indifferent factor of
modern interstate relations, good-neighborly relations between the two states and peoples. It is
human relationships that define social stereotypes today: Poles for Ukrainians, and Ukrainians for
Poles, and it is through the prism of these stereotypes that the neighboring state, society and
intergovernmental relations are formed.

The establishment and expansion of human-political relations between Ukrainians and
Poles is perceived by both societies as evidence of political consensus and a guarantee of the
sustainability of economic relations, cultural integration. It can also be argued that interpersonal
relations are a reflection of the state of interethnic relations. Along with this, there are undoubted
facts about certain bias, negative stereotypes that exist in the consciousness of the Ukrainian and
Polish peoples, caused by frequent conflicts and drama of the historical past.

In particular, the negative stereotype of Ukrainians was leaked by tales about Khmelnytsky
and Haidamachin, amplified by the relatively recent events of the Second World War and events in
Volhynia in the mid-40's of the twentieth century. And in the western regions of Ukraine, the image
of a neighbor of the Pole is associated with the oppression of Ukrainians when Ukrainian schools,
cultural and educational institutions, Orthodox churches were closed on the Eastern Cossacks of
the Second Commonwealth, and the peasant farms were destroyed during the pacification. During
the war, the Polish underground destroyed the Ukrainian intelligentsia, and the new post-war
power of Poland demonstrated its attitude to Ukrainians through the action of Wisla.

In the period of totalitarianism, the negative stereotypes of both peoples in relation to each
other were further aggravated by anti-Polish propaganda in Ukraine and anti-Ukrainian in Poland,
in particular by falsifying and distorting history. In the Polish consciousness, Ukrainians appeared
to be "nationalists" in the most extreme sense of the word, and therefore, the Ukrainians seemed
to be the greatest enemies of the Poles and the cause of all their misery [2, 5 - 11].

Unfortunately, the modern Ukrainian-Polish relations have not yet fully overcome and reject
all negative stereotypes in the minds of the two peoples. The main reasons for this are, in our
opinion, the following:

- it is rather difficult to break the biased bias in the minds of the older generation; this
requires a long time, sometimes even changes in generations;

- The established negative stereotype of a Ukrainian in Poland is supported by various
extremist and nationalist groups and (individual) publications in the press. An example is the
activity of the "clerical" organizations and Przemysl;

- there is some distrust of the goodwill of the other party in strengthening cooperation and
friendly relations;

- for Poles, there is a lack of economic and cultural attractiveness of Ukraine. The RP has
never considered Ukraine as a financial or technological partner; rather, all the hopes of Poland
were directed toward the west;

- for Polish society, the vast majority of whom professes Catholicism, Orthodoxy and Greek
Catholicism, the spiritual situation in Ukraine is alien and incomprehensible, and therefore the
religious factor influences the public consciousness sufficiently powerful;

- political statements of the Polish political elite from 2013 to 2016 focused on the problems
of the common Ukrainian-Polish history, exacerbating the historical accents of Polish society in the
conflict moments of the past, in particular, the events of the Second World War in Volhynia.

To illustrate the problems of historical memory in contemporary Ukrainian-Polish relations,
let us focus in more detail on the latest thesis, especially since the recent emphases made by the
Polish political elite have greatly influenced the change in the political opinion of the Poles towards
their eastern neighbors, the Ukrainians.

In the history of Ukrainian-Polish memorial discourse in July 2016, it will enter into a
dividing line of disagreement, broken hopes, having rescinded the quarter-century dialogue of the
intellectual and political elite of the two countries. On July 22, the Sejm of the Republic of Poland
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voted for the resolution "On the Day of Remembrance of Poles, Victims of Genocide committed by
OUN-UPA" on July 11. This ruling of the Sejm not only crossed out all the work of the scientists
and political elites of the two countries for a quarter century, but forced the Ukrainian historians to
declare a defeat in the bilateral dialogue. As Yaroslav Hrytsak stated in an interview with one of the
Internet publications: "... | have to admit: after a fight, the fists do not swing, and we lost the fight. |
consider it a personal defeat and | am ready to bear responsibility, but | do not intend to lower my
hands. We lost the battle, not war. And the war - for a long time. Therefore, it is better to regroup
forces and think about a new offensive "[1, 2].

The Ukrainian political elite, scholars, local authorities of the border with the territory of
Poland make tremendous efforts to prevent the intensification of inter-ethnic Ukrainian-Polish
contradictions, to prevent and smooth conflicts. For only a balanced and consistent position of all
the authorities is capable of giving the desired result: not to allow and destroy those positive
developments in the Ukrainian-Polish memorial discourse, which by the laborious work and efforts
of many people was achieved during the previous quarter century.

According to our convictions, the most important work in terms of memorable discourse is
the establishment of multilateral dialogue between Ukrainian and Polish societies in previous
decades. An example at the state level to smooth the sharp corner of international disputes was
the signing of the Polish-Ukrainian Declaration "For Understanding and Unity," the organization at
the state level of celebrating historical dates, honoring the prominent figures of both nations,
initiating a conference of historians who had to reconcile the views of Ukrainians and Poles on the
Second world war. It is the facts of the interpretation of the common history of Ukrainians and
Poles that often caused a sharp public response, thereby confirming the acuteness of the problem
and the urgent need for it to be resolved.

The analysis of scientific and social discussions shows an obvious fault, which is quite
difficult to overcome in terms of the policy of memory of different states. After all, it is, first of all,
about different interpretations in Ukraine and the Republic of Poland of certain actions in certain
historical conditions aimed at solving the corresponding national and state objectives. Hence the
different perceptions, mythologization and, even, the demonization of many historical persons.
Some of them fought for Ukrainians (Stepan Bandera, Roman Shukhevych, Simon Petliura), others
for the Polish (Roman Dmovsky, Juzef Pilsudski) national interests. Consequently, we encounter
different assessments of the same actions, that is, different narratives of the corresponding
historical events. One estimate - from the point of view of the national liberation struggle of the
people for their independence, the other - from the point of view of protecting the interests of the
state, within which this struggle is conducted. Among such events are, for example, the Ukrainian-
Polish War of 1918-1919, Volyn Difference, deportations from 1944 to 1946, and others. It is
extremely difficult to find an understanding on these issues, and even more often it is simply
impossible.

However, it must be admitted that, despite the difference in the initial estimates from both
sides, many problems in the joint Ukrainian-Polish history have been able to be deduced from the
"different interpretations" and to work out a coherent vision, and, therefore, to remove it as a
problem to the controversy. Among such issues are the events of the early twentieth century, in
particular the Ukrainian-Polish war of 1918-1919 and its consequences. Polish journalists and
historians called this war a fratricidal or war of "two patriotism" while Ukrainian researchers believe
that this was not a confrontation between "Polish eaglets" and Lviv Ukrainians, but the conflict
between two newborn national states - the Western Ukrainian Republic and Poland over the
territory from Xian to Zbruch, where Ukrainians constituted the majority [5, 161; 4, 37].

According to the well-known statement of the Polish publicist, the map of Polish-Ukrainian
relations in the 1990s had two sensitive places - Przemysl and Lviv. In both cities, there were
groups of people for whom history stalled 50 years ago and they lived in memory of the injustices
committed once by Poles to Ukrainians and Ukrainian Poles [8]. The memory of the past did not
allow, as the subsequent events showed, the Poles carefully approach to solving delicate problems
related to the cultural and religious life of the Ukrainian community in Poland. Some reflection of
the conflicts of Peremysh was the debate surrounding the rebuilding and opening of the Polish
Military Memorial, the "Eaglets"” in Lviv. Disputes that broke out around the opening of the
cemetery were close to respond to the tension at the state-political level of Ukrainian-Polish
relations. In more detail, we will delve into the analysis of this problem in the following sections.
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It is also indisputable that the Ukrainian-Polish interethnic and, therefore, intergovernmental
relations between now and then interfere with those problems of common history, which did not
manage to finally reconcile the interpretation. The most striking example of this is the problem of
the Ukrainian-Polish confrontation during the Second World War. This topic is not only one of the
most difficult historical discourses between historians of the two countries, but also, as recent
events show far beyond the limits of scientific discussion, are increasingly becoming an irritating
political color, becoming a sort of litmus test in the inter-state and interstate relations between
Ukraine and Poland.

At the end of the twentieth century, there is a surge of scientific interest in historical
memory, which gradually transforms into a scientific concept from an artistic metaphor. J. Rizen
believes that historical memory as an independent topic for research has arisen with postmodern
approaches in history as a new source for the creation of historical meaning. She revealed new
opportunities that are rooted in the fundamental and universal function of memory as a means of
forming identity and life benchmark [7, 8 -26].

The analysis of many scientific concepts of the world-famous scholars has led us to
conclude that bringing the interpretation of the concept of "historical memory" into a single,
common denominator appears not only problematic, but also, to some extent, unproductive. The
breadth of the range of interpretations of the concept, the laying of a rather, different meaning in
the concept of "historical memory" in the discourses of various disciplines, the breadth of semantic
contexts makes it impossible to give a unambiguous definition to this complex and multifaceted
social phenomenon. In addition, one can not ignore the fact. That the meaning of the concept of
"historical memory" evolves over time and is subject to influences and corrections on the part of
ideological and philosophical doctrines. The above analysis of the genesis of the problem will allow
us to follow the transformations experienced by the term "historical memory" in time.

Who is the main subjects of historical memory? This is first of all: national communities
(societies, collectives), as well as individuals. However, with regard to the latter, it should be noted
that their memory, without any doubt, is determined by social factors. The differentiation of the
notions of "individual historical memory" and "collective historical memory" as separate, but,
together with this, are closely interconnected, in our opinion, is justified. In addition, it should be
noted that the mechanisms of formation of these two categories of memory differ significantly.

Today, in the conditions of the information society, when the virtual space of the Internet
smoothes out, and sometimes even bridges the boundaries between history as past and present,
as the forerunner of the future, when a person has received the unprecedented freedom to
interpret texts, historical memory, as such, can not be considered outside of the discourse. As
regards the impact of scientific discourses on social consciousness, there can be no unequivocal
assessment in this regard, because there are their own positive and negative ones. In particular, in
any discourse there are quite a lot of "pitfalls”, and they depend not so much on the circumstances
of place and time, as from the relationship of the author to a particular science school or direction,
and hence from that methodology and system of assessments, which he deliberately or
subconsciously chooses. Mental stereotypes formed on this basis serve as expressive
demarcation lines, which makes scientific discourses confrontational in nature [6, 36 - 37]. Finally,
for nobody is the secret of the progressive politicization of historical consciousness that is
happening all over the world under the influence of "global turbulence." The fact that today is
invested in the concept of "historical politics" is a peculiar synthetic-image model of self-defense,
which, moreover, significantly transforms scientific discourses. An analysis of published research
suggests that a clear definition of historical memory has not been made. In the most general form,
this concept concentrates on the ability of the subject to preserve the memories of the past
experience, which is the necessary basis for the development of historical consciousness.
Historical memory is interpreted as a collection of information about the social past that exists both
on an individual level, with all the wealth of the emotional spectrum, and at the level of mass
knowledge of the past social reality, taking over time for the content of historical memory. You can
find versions where historical memory is positioned as the main points of mass knowledge about
the past, as a minimal set of images of historical events and personalities. The question remains
as to how historical knowledge of the past as a whole relates to a different interpretation of the past
by historians.

Conclusions and perspectives of further research. To conclude, the following
considerations should be made: in Ukrainian-Polish history, unfortunately, today it is difficult to
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identify those historical periods, the problems of the common historical experience that would
appear in the national memory of both peoples in such parameters and conditions , which could be
considered without a doubt, without revision, and moreover, unambiguously on both sides. In this
sense, the responsibility of historians in acquiring mechanisms for the harmonization and
promotion of the culture of collective historical memory becomes of particular importance, because
the interethnic relations of the two neighboring nations depend on this direction. Therefore, it is
necessary to give convincing rebuttal to unscientific approaches, interpretations, conclusions and
assessments, to clarify each particular historical episode (especially concerning controversial
issues of common history), to analyze and justify historical facts and events.
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
