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ACADEMIC MOBILITY AS A HISTORICAL AND EDUCATIONAL PROBLEMS

T. DUDKA

Globalization and integration processes of our actualize the task of forming a single global
public space that depends largely on the harmonization of education standards in different
countries.

The necessary conditions for the practical implementation of the above-mentioned
objectives is to create favorable conditions for quality education and providing opportunities
individual free choice of individual educational trajectories of free movement around the world.

The integration of higher education of the country into the global educational community - is
one of long-term strategic priorities of Ukraine in order to increase performance mobility of
students and faculty members in the international context, which in turn will affect the growth of
the professional competence of professionals and improving the educational status.

Experience teaching phenomenology study outlined the formation of a secured database for
scientific and theoretical reflection and generalization. In particular, various aspects outlined
issues, reflected in the works A.Zav'yalova, S. Litvinov, L. Petukhov, S. pharmacist, Blanca I., A.
Gojko T. Mayorov, A.Muzychenka A. transplanted and others.

However, still not clarified the question remains academic mobility in consideration of the
historical and pedagogical retrospect, the study is devoted to this publication.

Definitive analysis called pedagogical phenomenon showed that the term "academic
mobility" is the subject of research not only pedagogy but also in other fields of knowledge. In
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particular, from a philosophical point of view affects the academic mobility: the ability to choose
ways of interacting with the outside world and consider their country a cross-cultural context;
ability to think in a comparative perspective, changing the self-perception; operational skills to
make rational decisions in unusual, unfamiliar and changing environment.

After analyzing the current domestic encyclopaedic dictionary-base should be noted that it
is not the term "academic mobility personality", while the proposed wording of the term "mobility".

In sensibly dictionary "mobility - the movement, the ability to fast travel" [9, p. 18]. The same
source we find the definition of "social mobility" which is understood as "... the movement of
individual or social group from place to place, change of place of a social entity in the social
structure" [9, 18]. This term, in our view, limited border movement trajectory and involves the
movement of individuals between different levels of the social hierarchy, not instead focuses on
broad professional opportunities in the implementation of individual social problems.

The dictionary of foreign words present definition of "ethnic mobility", which is identified with
purposeful activities related to the intensification of ethnic identification, formation and spread
ethnocentric ideologies, doctrines and theories, but also the institutionalization of actions aimed
at ethnic self-assertion and self-determination "[7 , with. 481].

The Glossary of European integration meaning of the term "mobility" is revealed in the
context of educational activity of pupils and teachers [1, p. 402].

The Bologna Declaration clearly expands the boundaries of academic mobility from national
to international Touching upon the importance that we should "... promote mobility by overcoming
obstacles ... of the freedom of movement, focusing on students by creating favorable conditions
for access to education and related services" [6, p .49].

In the "Great Charter of Universities" prescribes that "... the future of mankind ... depends
largely on cultural, scientific and technological development, which is formed in the centers of
culture, knowledge and research that have become true universities; the task of disseminating
knowledge that the University must comply to new generations needs now spread to society as a
whole, because the cultural, social and economic future depends on ... continuing education, and
university should provide future generations the kind of education and training that will make a
significant contribution in keeping the great balance of the environment and of life itself [1, p.
379].

According to foreign scientist William Tayhlera "academic mobility of pupils - is crossing
national borders for the purpose of education and the implementation of certain activities related
to the implementation of the curriculum followed by a return to the country of residence" [1,
p.399]. It should be noted that the above scholar besides individual act of moving from one
country to another, involves the development, fulfillment, acquisition of professional competences
and key individual in the study of social and cultural achievements of different ethnic
communities.

American educator John. Vraa - Jenson under the "academic mobility" understands "... not
only the movement of individuals, but also the mobility of thoughts, ideas and methods because
academic mobility includes the virtual mobility" [5, p.69]. Foregoing determination on the
necessity for further delineation deep essence of a new scientific concept of "virtual mobility",
which can serve as innovative criteria studied categories.

European teacher A. Barblan noted that academic mobility of students "... it's equal access
to numerous service providers in higher education" [2, p.67]. The main purpose of the study
categories, according to scientists, it is possible to get education on pet chosen field of study,
providing access to internationally recognized centers of knowledge traditionally formed the
leading scientific schools, which provide an opportunity to expand the boundaries of knowledge in
all areas of culture. However, most foreign students have access to advanced technology and
advanced science and technology that contributes to a professional experience that will become
an indispensable tool in their future practice.

According to V. Papatsyby, academic mobility pet is "... a form of secondary socialization of
the individual, which includes conflict and confrontation with differences, needs to take into
account a wide range of individual, adaptive properties and accept new competencies" [7, p.18].
Participation in academic mobility, according to the researcher, is one way to gain knowledge that
is able to expand the horizons of personal development and encourage intelligent maneuvers.
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Such a trip, persuades scientist facilitate the formation of fully developed personality with a high
intellectual level, ready for international communication.

According to L. Harvey, "academic mobility personality is a tool of internationalization of
education that activates the formation of cross-cultural skills and prepare young people for
international professional environment" [3, p. 581].

Studies S. Wharton definition of "academic mobility" is presented as "... a complex set,
which consists of travel, accommodation and training in different social systems in terms of
multiculturalism. The study category is a great opportunity for the receipt and transmission of
knowledge, a tool of cultural and intellectual exchange "[6, p. 157]. This definition underscores
the fact that the adopted pedagogical phenomenon contributes to a younger generation with a
high intellectual level, a commitment to international cooperation. Of course, that all the foregoing
activates processes of academic and cultural exchanges in the context of international
cooperation, contributes to the accumulation of intellectual capital and progressing successful
participation of the individual in public life.

The scientist W. Klementovichus under the "academic mobility" understands a wide range
of tasks which are to "... student exchange and advice students to complete a course in higher
education institutions to prepare graduation projects, passing assistant, production and pre-
diploma practice, a master's degree or Dr. "[9, p.19].

A foreign teacher F. Dervin convinced that "... the phenomenon of academic mobility is the
ability to transfer the experience of one institution to another and overcome national self-
sufficiency, since most students are able to gain knowledge in other foreign educational
institutions to meet new cultures - property of foreign countries - partners" [2, p. 96].

According to Murphy - Lejeune, academic mobility "... a stay abroad lasting from several
months to one academic year, which helps direct contact with other languages and cultures” [4,
s.52]. Note that this definition clearly defines the period of adaptation adaptation of pupils to other
social measurements that can be based on a reorientation of values and further fulfilment of
personal and creative capabilities pet.

G. Lukychev sees investigated category of "... the basic value of the European arsenal of
higher education and the development of a mechanism of international academic recognition - an
important element (aspect) Mobility" [8, s.171]. Interesting is the fact that the above named
category above formulation serves an integral part of a single educational space, which is in
various stages of implementation provides one or more kinds of mobile pet behavior, contributing
individually oriented development potential pet.

Russian pedagogue Alexander Kuzmin considers academic mobility as a factor in the
development of international educational integration in three main contexts:
1) "... training, work in teaching foreign institutions and foreign branches (participant teacher
mobility);

2) passing the full course of study abroad students to obtain the degree of specialization or
academic exchange program (pupil mobility as a member);
3) implementation of the delivery of educational services institution in international subsidiaries"
[9, p.17].

B. Chistohvalov identifies academic mobility of international educational exchange of
students and faculty members, which promotes the formation of a new generation of scientific
and intellectual with high moral culture and comprehensive development, ready for cross-cultural
communication and self-education, which will provide full socialization of the individual [9, p.20].

Somewhat similar in substantial fullness, in relation to the previous definition, acting
formulation A. Slipuhina stating that category studied is nothing as ".. a form of
internationalization of education through international student exchange, characterized
redeployment pet due to such external data, as participation in international student exchange
programs, programs that usually lead to the fact that pet adapts to a changing educational
environment, housing, building new relationships in the communication process "[8, p.19].

According to L. Goryunova, academic mobility contains "... pretty important for personal and
professional growth potential, as each participant is faced with the need to address situations and
simultaneous analysis of their own positions and" alien "culture. This process automatically and
often unconsciously developing certain personal qualities: the ability to choose ways of
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interacting with the outside world; the ability to think in a comparative perspective and establish
intercultural communication ... "[8, p. 170].

The above definition of foreign scientists presentation combines the idea of academic
mobility in space-time vector of the period of study, practice, research outside the residence, as
at the end of the period must provide pet return home.
In addition, the content of academic mobility in the reserve of foreign scientists presented as:

a) the set of functions of the individual;

b) tool of cultural and intellectual exchange;

c) toolset development of personal qualities;

d) the possibility of formation of distance education.

According to A. Sheremet delineated category is nothing but "... an integrated personal
characteristics, expressed in international capacity to overcome language barriers and respond
quickly to changing environmental conditions in order to achieve their educational goals" [7, p.18].

The modern scholar A. Macarena notes that academic mobility combines the ability to
manage their own educational activities, to build their own individual educational path, clearly
define specific goals, predict professional work with the new social demands.
Thus, academic mobility influences the professional development of the individual, because
involves the specific learning situations in space and time.

The problem of academic mobility in modern society, off plan deterministic nature of these
activities, the lack of material support, low level of development of specific methods and
academic exchange mechanisms, lack of a sufficient number of specialists and infrastructure that
can ensure effective educational exchange.

Overall, development of academic mobility is impossible without resolving at international
level problems such as synchronization of educational programs, implementation of regulatory
programs based process of national nostrification documents on education, scientific degrees
and ranks scientists.

We believe that the performance meet the educational needs of pupils and the teaching
staff is largely determined by the level of teacher investigated the phenomenon in the country,
because its existence is intended to intensify systematic language training in joint cultural
activities that now is the most important in the formation of a competent professional.
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The process of practical implementation of the internationalization of education as a holistic
process should allow market competition between countries for highly skilled labor.

We believe that the positive aspects of academic mobility as a pedagogical phenomenon
manifested in the increase:

- the quality of education through the use of advanced pedagogical experience of foreign
partners in the field of higher education;

- competitiveness in the global education market;

- professional development of teachers, in close cooperation with foreign partners and
increase material interest in the outcome of quality work.

Thus, the problem of academic mobility today should be the strategic guidelines of higher
education in Ukraine. This is due primarily to the complexity and multidimensional nature of
different forms of socio-cultural development of society, the latest achievements of science and
technology, specific management activities, as a special kind of professional activity in the "Man-
Man."

In order to implement the said strategy, in our view, appropriate to ensure:

1) information, personnel, equipment and financial departments of academic mobility in
higher education institutions of the state;

2) methodological and organizational and management training for employees in the above
mentioned departments;

3) further cooperation between students and teaching staff with foreign partners in order to
implement all aspects of academic mobility.

Prospects for further research finds calculates the effect of the studied phenomenon
teaching at improving intellectual mobility in relation to the chosen profession.
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
